AN ACT to anend the al coholic beverage control law, in relation to
pronoti ng econom c devel opnent by expanding products sold by farm
cideries and authorizing such cideries to sell cider to other Iicen-
sees

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 3-a of section 58 of the
al coholic beverage control |aw, as added by chapter 384 of the | aws of
2013, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(a) sell such cider to licensed farm distillers, DI STILLERS, farm
wineries, WNERIES, farm cideries [and], CIDERIES, farm breweries AND
BREWERI ES. All such cider sold by the Iicensee shall be securely seal ed
and have attached thereto a | abel as shall be required by section one
hundred seven-a of this chapter;

S 2. Paragraphs (c), (d), (e), (f) and (g) of subdivision 2 of section
58-c¢ of the alcoholic beverage control |aw, as added by chapter 384 of
the laws of 2013, are anended to read as foll ows:

(c) sell cider manufactured by the lIicensee to wholesalers and retail -
ers licensed in this state to sell such cider, TO licensed farm distil-
lers, LICENSED DI STILLERS, |icensed farmw neries, LICENSED W NERI ES,
licensed farm breweries, LI CENSED BREVERI ES and any ot her |icensed farm
cidery OR LICENSED ClI DERY. All such cider sold by the Iicensee shall be
securely sealed and have attached thereto a |abel as shall be required
by section one hundred seven-a of this chapter;

(d) sell at the licensed prem ses cider nanufactured by the |icensee
or any other licensed farmcidery, OR ANY NEW YORK STATE LABELED Cl DER
at retail for consunption on or off the |icensed prem ses;
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(e) conduct tastings at the licensed prem ses of cider nmanufactured by
the |icensee or any other |icensed farmcidery, OR ANY NEW YORK STATE
LABELED Cl DER

(f) sell and conduct tastings of cider manufactured by the |icensee or
any other |licensed farmcidery, OR ANY NEW YORK STATE LABELED Cl DER at
retail for consunption on the premses of a restaurant, conference
center, inn, bed and breakfast or hotel business owned and operated by
the licensee in or adjacent to its farmcidery. A licensee who operates
a restaurant, conference center, inn, bed and breakfast or hotel pursu-
ant to such authority shall conply with all applicable provisions of
this chapter which relate to licenses to sell cider at retail for
consunption on the prem ses;

(g) sell cider manufactured by the Iicensee or any other |icensed farm
cidery, OR ANY NEW YORK STATE LABELED CIDER at retail for consunption
off the premses, at the state fair, at recognized county fairs and at
farmers nmarkets operated on a not-for-profit basis;

S 3. Subdivision 5 of section 58-c of the alcoholic beverage contro
| aw, as added by chapter 384 of the |aws of 2013, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

5. Alicensed farmcidery may, under such rules as nmay be adopted by
the authority, sell cider nmanufactured by the |licensee or any other
licensed farmcidery, OR ANY NEW YORK STATE LABELED CIDER at retail in
bul k by the keg, cask or barrel for consunption and not for resale at a
cl am bake, barbeque, picnic, outing or other simlar outdoor gathering
at which nore than fifty persons are assenbl ed.

S 4. Paragraphs (b) and (e) of subdivision 7 of section 58-c of the
al cohol i c beverage control |aw, as added by chapter 384 of the I|aws of
2013, are anended to read as foll ows:

(b) food itens for the purpose of conplenmenting cider tastings, which
shall nean a diversified selection of food that is ordinarily consuned
without the wuse of tableware and can be conveniently consuned while
standi ng or wal ki ng. Such food itens shall include but not be Ilimted
to: cheeses, fruits, vegetables, chocolates, breads, BAKED GOODS
nmust ards and crackers;

(e) cider-making equi pnent and supplies including, but not limted to,
APPLES, APPLE JU CE, OTHER POVE FRU TS, OTHER POVE FRUI T JU CES, hone
ci der-nmaking kits, PRESSES, PUWPS, filters, YEASTS, CHEM CALS AND OTHER
Cl DER ADDI TI VES, bottling equi pnent, BOTTLES, Cl DER STORAGE AND FERMENT-
| NG VESSELS, BARRELS, and books or other witten nmaterial to assist
ci der-makers and honme cider-makers to produce and bottle cider;

S 5. Subdivision 13 of section 58-c of the al coholic beverage contro
| aw, as added by chapter 384 of the |aws of 2013, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

13. Notwi t hstandi ng any other provision of this chapter, the authority
may issue a farmcidery license to the holder of a farm brewery, BREW
ERY, farmw nery [or], WNERY, farmdistiller's OR DISTILLER S Iicense
for use at such licensee's existing licensed prem ses. The hol der of a
farm brewery, BREWERY, farmw nery [or], WNERY, farm distiller's OR
DISTILLER S |icense that sinultaneously holds a farmcidery |icense on
an adj acent prem ses may share and use the sane tasting room facilities
to conduct any tastings that such |icensee is otherw se authorized to
conduct .

S 6. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 7-b of section 3 of the alcoholic
beverage control |aw, as anended by chapter 384 of the laws of 2013, is
amended to read as foll ows:
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(a) "G der" nmeans the partially or fully fernmented juice of fresh,
whol e apples or other pone fruits, containing nore than three and two-
tenths per centum but not nore than eight and one-half per centum al co-
hol by volune: (i) to which nothing has been added to increase the al co-
holic content produced by natural fernentation; and (ii) with the usua
cellar treatnents and necessary additions to correct defects due to
climate, [saccharine] SUGAR Ilevels and seasonal conditions. Nothing
contained in this subdivision shall be deened to preclude the wuse of
such nethods or materials as nay be necessary to encourage a nor nal
al coholic fernmentation and to make a product that is free of mcrobi-
ological activity at the time of sale. G der nmay be sweetened or
flavored after fermentation with fruit juice, fruit juice concentrate,
sugar, nmaple syrup, honey, spices or other agricultural products, sepa-
rately or in conbination. Cder may contain retained or added carbon
di oxi de.

S 7. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a | aw, provided, however, that effective i medi ate-
ly, the addition, anendnment and/or repeal of any rule or regul ation
necessary for the inplenmentation of this act on its effective date are
authorized and directed to be made and conpleted on or before such
effective date.
