AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to adult inmunization
registry

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 and subdivision 3 of section
2168 of the public health |Iaw, subdivision 3 as anended by section 7 of
part A of chapter 58 of the |aws of 2009, paragraph (a) of subdivision 2
and paragraph (a) of subdivision 3 as anmended by chapter 154 of the | aws
of 2013, are amended to read as foll ows:

(a) The term "authorized user” shall nean any person or entity author-
ized to provide information to or to receive information fromthe state-
wi de immunization information system and shall include health care
providers and their designees, as defined in paragraph (d) of this
subdi vi sion, schools as defined in paragraph a of subdivision one of
section twenty-one hundred sixty-four of this title, colleges as defined
in section two of the education |aw, professional and technical schools
as referred to in the definition of higher education in section two of
the education law, children's overni ght canps and sunmer day canps as
defined in section thirteen hundred ninety-two of this chapter, third
party payer as defined in paragraph (f) of this subdivision, |loca
health districts as defined by paragraph (c) of subdivision one of

Health care providers adm nistering imunizations to persons |ess than
ni net een years of age in the city of New York shall report, in a format
prescribed by the city of New York commi ssioner of health and nental
hygi ene, all such imunizations to the citywide immunization registry.
[ The commissioner, and for the <city of New York the comm ssioner of
health and nental hygiene, shall have the discretion to accept for
inclusion in the systeminformation regardi ng i mmuni zati ons adm ni stered
to individuals nineteen years of age or older with the consent of the
vacci nee.]

LAW shall have access to the statew de i mmuni zation i nfornmation system
and the blood |lead information in such system only for purposes of
subm ssion of information about vaccinations received by a specific
regi strant, determnation of the immnization status of a specific
regi strant, determ nation of the blood |lead testing status of a specific
registrant, submssion of the results froma blood |ead analysis of a
sanpl e obtained froma specific registrant in accordance with paragraph
(h) of subdivision two of this section, review of practice coverage,
generation of rem nder notices, quality inprovenent and accountability
and printing a copy of the imrunization or |lead testing record for the
registrant's nedical record, for the registrant's parent or guardi an, or
ot her person in parental or custodial relation to a child, or for a
regi strant upon reachi ng ei ghteen years of age.

S 3. This act shall take effect 1 mediately.
