BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

S 274-A. SCHOOL LIBRARIES. 1. NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY OTHER PROVI SI ON OF
LAW TO THE CONTRARY AND SUBJECT TO THE PROVI SIONS OF SUBDI VI SION TWO OF
THIS SECTION, EACH SCHOCL DI STRICT SHALL MAI NTAIN A SCHOOL LI BRARY I N
EACH ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY SCHOCL | N THE DI STRI CT, AND SHALL EMPLOY A
CERTI FI ED SCHOCL LI BRARY MEDI A SPECI ALI ST FOR EACH SUCH SCHOOL LI BRARY,
IN ACCORDANCE W TH REGULATI ONS PRESCRI BED BY THE COWM SSI ONER, W THI N
THREE YEARS OF THE EFFECTI VE DATE OF TH S SECTI ON.

2. THE COW SSI ONER MAY, UPON APPLI CATI ON BY A SCHOOL DI STRICT, WAl VE
THE APPLI CABILITY OF THE PROVI SIONS OF SUBDI VI SION ONE OF THI S SECTI ON
TO SUCH SCHOOL DI STRICT UPON A DETERM NATION BY THE COWM SSI ONER THAT
THE SCHOOL DISTRICT IS WTH N A DESI GNATED SHORTAGE AREA FOR LI BRARY
MEDI A SPECI ALI STS OR THAT SUCH SCHOOL DI STRICT'S NEEDS ARE ADEQUATELY
MET THROUGH A WRI TTEN SHARI NG ARRANGEMENT W TH A PUBLI C LI BRARY AND SUCH
ARRANGEMENT PROVI DES FOR ADEQUATE LI BRARY ACCESS.
