AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to enacting the "higher
education community service act”

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative findings. The |legislature hereby finds and
decl ares that the American tradition of volunteer community service is
essential to the comon good and is vital to the success of not-for-
profit agencies, institutions and organizations dealing with a vast
array of critical social problens. It recognizes grow ng support for the
i dea that postsecondary students should receive recognition for substan-
tial commtnment to volunteer service, and should be given greater
encouragenent to participate in volunteer community service activities.
Vol unteers and vol unteer progranms should be praised for their efforts in
hel ping and serving others, which result in changes in the way the
community views young people and in the way vyoung people view their
responsibilities to the comunity.

The legislature further declares its desire to pronote further inte-
gration of community service at institutions of higher education by
encouraging student-initiated and student-designated community service
proj ects.

S 2. The education law is anended by adding a new section 319 to read
as foll ows:

S 319. H GHER EDUCATI ON COVWUNI TY SERVICE ACT. 1. SHORT TITLE. TH'S
SECTI ON SHALL BE KNOWN AND MAY BE ClI TED AS THE "H GHER EDUCATI ON COWMUJ-
NI TY SERVI CE ACT".

SERVI CE PROGRANMS;

D.  ENCOURAGEMENT OF | NSTI TUTI ONS TO FORMJLATE A SYSTEMATI C PROCESS TO

3. ESTABLI SHMENT OF VOLUNTEER CONNECTIONS. THE COW SSIONER, | N
CONSULTATI ON W TH THE CHANCELLOR OF THE STATE UNI VERSI TY, THE CHANCELLOR
OF THE CTY UNIVERSITY OF NEW YORK AND THE PRESI DENT OF THE COWM SSI ON
ON | NDEPENDENT COLLEGES AND UNI VERSI TIES SHALL DEVELOP A PROGRAM TO
ESTABLI SH EFFECTI VE VOLUNTEER CONNECTI ONS BETWEEN | NSTI TUTI ONS OF HI GHER
EDUCATI ON AND THEI R RESPECTI VE COVMUNI TI ES.

4. COUNCIL FOR H GHER EDUCATI ON COVWUNI TY SERVI CE. A. A COUNCI L FOR
H GHER EDUCATI ON COMMUNI TY SERVICE SHALL BE ESTABLISHED WTH N THE
DEPARTMENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF CONDUCTI NG ACTI VI TI ES PURSUANT TO THI S
SECTI ON. THE COUNCI L SHALL BE COWOSED OF ELEVEN MEMBERS, ONE OF WHOM
SHALL BE THE COW SSIONER, EX OFFICIO, AND TEN OF WHOM SHALL BE
APPO NTED BY THE GOVERNOR: TWO ON THE RECOMVENDATI ON OF THE TEMPORARY
PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE, TWO ON THE RECOMMENDATI ON OF THE SPEAKER OF THE
ASSEMBLY, ONE ON THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE M NORITY LEADER OF THE
SENATE, AND ONE ON THE RECOMMENDATION O THE M NCORITY LEADER OF THE
ASSEMBLY. SUCH MEMBERS SHALL | NCLUDE REPRESENTATIVES OF THE STATE
UNI VERSI TY, CITY UNI VERSI TY OF NEW YORK, THE | NDEPENDENT COLLEGES AND
UNI VERSI TITES OF NEW YORK AND THE NEW YORK CAMPUS COWMPACT. TWO OF THE
COUNCI L MEMBERS SHALL BE STUDENTS, SELECTED BY THE GOVERNOR. THE COUN-
ClL SHALL SELECT FROM AMONG | TS APPO NTED MEMBERS A CHAI R AND VI CE CHAI R
WHO SHALL SERVE IN OFFI CE FOR TERMS OF ONE YEAR AND WHO SHALL BE ELI G -
BLE FOR REELECTI ON FOR SUCCESSI VE TERNVES.

B. THE COUNCI L SHALL OVERSEE THE CREATI ON OF A STATEW DE PCSTSECONDARY
COMVUNI TY SERVI CE CENTER TO DI SSEM NATE | NFORVATI ON REGARDI NG EXI STI NG
VOLUNTEER ACTIVITIES, MAKE VOLUNTEER CONNECTI ONS BETWEEN STUDENTS AND
THE COVMUNI TI ES, | NTEGRATE PUBLI C AND COMVUNI TY SERVI CE | NTO THE CURRI G-
ULUM PROVI DE GUI DANCE AND COORDI NATI ON, MONI TOR AND EVALUATE VOLUNTEER
PROGRAMS AND ACTIVITIES AND PROMOTE THE CONTI NUATI ON OF PUBLI C AND
COMMUNI TY SERVI CE.

C. THE COUNCI L SHALL MEET AT LEAST FOUR TI MES EACH YEAR. MEMBERS OF
THE COUNCIL SHALL RECElI VE NO COVPENSATI ON FOR THEI R SERVI CES BUT SHALL
BE RElI MBURSED BY THE H GHER EDUCATI ON COVWMUNI TY SERVI CE FOUNDATI ON FOR
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REASONABLE EXPENSES ACTUALLY AND NECESSARILY | NCURRED BY THEM I N THE
PERFORMANCE OF THEI R DUTI ES PURSUANT TO THI S SECTI ON.

D. THE COUNCI L SHALL REPORT BY SEPTEMBER FI RST EACH YEAR TO THE GOVER-
NOR, THE TEMPORARY PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE AND THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEM
BLY ON THE PROGRESS OF | MPLEMENTATI ON OF THI S SECTI ON, W TH RECOMVENDA-
TI ONS FOR FUTURE ACTI VI Tl ES.

5. PETITIONING BY COUNCI L. THE COUNCI L SHALL, WTH N N NETY DAYS OF
| TS APPO NTMENT, PETITION THE REGENTS TO | NCORPORATE AS A PRI VATE, NOT-
FOR- PROFI T EDUCATI ON CORPORATI ON UNDER THI S CHAPTER, THE NEW YORK FOUN-
DATION FOR HI GHER EDUCATI ON COVWUNI TY SERVI CE, TO RECElI VE FUNDS TO BE
USED AS REQUESTED BY THE COUNCI L TO SUPPORT AND ADM NI STER ACTI VI TI ES
AUTHORI ZED I N THI' S SECTI ON, AND OTHER PRQJIECTS THAT ENCOURAGE AND ASSI ST
COVWUNI TY SERVI CE ACTI VI Tl ES.
