AN ACT to amend the social services law, in relation to access to a
coll ege education by public assistance recipients who are subject to
work participation requirenents

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 336-a of the social services |aw, as anended by
section 148 of part B of chapter 436 of the laws of 1997, is anended to
read as foll ows:

S 336-a. FEducational activities. 1. Social services districts shal
nmake avail abl e vocational educational training and educational activ-
ities. Such activities may include but need not be limted to, high
school education or education designed to prepare a participant for a
hi gh school equivalency certificate, basic and renedial education,
education in English proficiency and no nore than a total of two vyears
of post-secondary education (or the part-tinme equivalent if full-tinme
study would constitute an wundue hardship) in any of the followng
provi ders which neet the perfornmance or assessnent standards established
in regulations by the comm ssioner for such providers: a comunity
coll ege, licensed trade school, registered business school, or a two-
year coll ege; provided, however, that such post-secondary education nust
be necessary to the attainment of the participant's individual enploy-
nment goal as set forth in the enployability plan and such goal nust
relate directly to obtaining useful enploynent in a recogni zed occupa-
tion.

2. Wen a district contracts with a proprietary vocational school to
provi de vocational educational training to participants, not nore than
[twenty-five] FIFTY percent of the approved duration of the program
shall be devoted to preparation for a high school equival ency diplona or
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instruction in English for students with limted proficiency in English.
Participants needing instruction in basic literacy shall be referred to
basi ¢ education prograns. Instructors enployed by proprietary schools to
prepare a participant for a high school equivalency certificate or for
education in English proficiency shall neet experience requirenents
establ i shed by the regul ati ons of the conm ssioner of education.

3. Wien a participant is assigned to an appropriate vocati onal educa-
tional or educational activity and such activity is available at no cost
to the social services district through the school district or board of
cooperative educational services in which the participant resides or
t hrough anot her agency or organization providing educational services
VH CH MEET SUCH M NI MUM STANDARDS AS THE COWM SSI ONER OF EDUCATI ON SHALL
ESTABLI SH, the social services district shall refer the participant to
such district, board, agency or organization.

4. To the extent provided in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this subdi-
vision and if resources permt, each social services official shal
assign to appropriate educational activities any partici pant who has not
obt ai ned a hi gh school diploma or its equival ent:

(a) In accordance with the provisions of this chapter, any such
partici pant who i s under age ei ghteen shall be required to attend educa-
tional activities designed to prepare the individual for a high schoo
degree or equivalency certificate. Participants who are not subject to
compul sory school attendance requirenments nay be exenpted from the
requi renents of this paragraph under criteria established by the depart-
ment in consultation with the state educati on departnent and consi st ent
with federal |aw and regul ati ons.

(b) Any such participant who is age eighteen or nineteen shall be
assigned to educational activities, except that the district shal
assign such participant to enploynment and/or other activities under this
title if the district has determned that such alternative activities
are consistent with the participant's enployability plan and, pursuant
to [departnent] OFFI CE regul ations, there has been a determ nation by
the district based on such plan that educational activities are not
[ appropriate] REQUI RED for such participant TO OBTAIN THE KNONLEDGE AND
SKI LLS NEEDED TO BE EMPLOYED | N THE OCCUPATI ON CHOSEN BY THE PARTI Cl PANT
AS H'S OR HER EMPLOYMENT GOAL | N SUCH PLAN BECAUSE HE OR SHE HAS CLEARLY
AND AFFI RVATI VELY DEMONSTRATED THAT HE OR SHE ALREADY POSSESSES SUCH
KNOALEDGE AND SKILLS or that the participant has failed to [make good
progress] MAINTAIN A CUMJLATIVE C AVERAGE OR I TS EQU VALENT in such
educational activities, EXCEPT WHERE UNDUE HARDSHI P RESULTI NG FROM THE
DEATH OF A RELATIVE OF THE STUDENT, THE PERSONAL | NJURY OR | LLNESS OF
THE STUDENT, OR OTHER EXTENUATI NG Cl RCUMSTANCES, | S RESPONSI BLE FOR SUCH
FAI LURE TO MAI NTAIN A CUMJLATI VE C AVERAGE OR | TS EQUI VALENT.

(c) Any such participant who is an adult in a two-parent famly and is
under age twenty-five nay be required to participate in educationa
activities consistent with his or her enploynent goals set forth in the
enpl oyability plan.

(d) The social services official shall not assign a participant
described in this subdivision to any activities which interfere with the
educational activities assigned pursuant to such participant's enpl oya-
bility plan and described in this subdivision.

5. Any applicant for or recipient of public assistance pursuing VOCA-
TI ONAL EDUCATI ON OR EDUCATI ONAL activities described in this [subdivi-
sion] SECTION shall not be assigned to any other activity prior to
conducting an assessnent and developing an enployability plan as
prescribed in section three hundred thirty-five or three hundred thir-
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ty-five-a of this title AND MAY BE ASSI GNED TO SUCH OTHER ACTIVITY ONLY
| F SUCH | NDI VI DUAL' S ASSESSMENT AND SUCH | NDI VI DUAL' S EMPLOYABI LI TY PLAN
WARRANT THE ASSI GNMENT TO SUCH OTHER ACTIVITY. Local social services
districts may periodically reevaluate a participant's enploynent plan
and make assignments to other work activities [in order to nmeet partic-
ipation rates] NOT | NCONSI STENT W TH THE REQUI REMENTS OF THI S SECTI ON,
gi ving due consideration to the participant's progress in the -current,
and if applicable, prior program

6. Nothing required in this section shall be construed to supersede
the eligibility requirenments of teen parents as set forth in this chap-
ter.

EDUCATI ONAL ACTI VI TI ES DESCRIBED IN THI'S SUBDI VI SION. THE DI STRI CT SHALL
NOT ASSI GN ANY ADDI TI ONAL ACTI VI TIES TO A PARTI Cl PANT DESCRIBED IN THI' S
