Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 215 of the elder |aw is anended by
addi ng a new paragraph (c) to read as foll ows:

(©) THE DI RECTOR SHALL DEVELOP MATERI ALS FOR EMPLOYEES AND VOLUNTEERS
OF PROGRAMS PROVI DI NG SOCI AL ADULT DAY SERVI CES OR SOCI AL ADULT DAY CARE
ON THE SIGNS AND SYMPTOVE OF ELDER ABUSE. SUCH MATERI ALS SHALL | NCLUDE
BUT NOT BE LIMTED TO, WAYS TO DISCUSS SUSPECTED ELDER ABUSE W TH
SENI ORS WHERE ABUSE | S SUSPECTED AND RESOURCES TO WHI CH SENI ORS MAY BE
REFERRED FOR COUNSELI NG SHELTER, OR OTHER ASSI STANCE.
