AN ACT to anend the penal law and the <crimnal procedure law, in
relation to mandatory inprisonnent and plea restrictions for offenses
victim zing the elderly and physically disabl ed

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. It is hereby found and declared that elderly and physically
di sabl ed people <continue to be singled out as victins of crinme. It is
al so found that the physical harm and enotional trauma suffered by
elderly and physically disabled crinme victins has a devastating effect
on the lives of those victins.

The elderly or physically disabled victim has a decreased physica
capability to resist an attacker and thus becones an inviting target of
crinme. Moreover, the aftereffects of crine on the elderly and the phys-
ically handicapped affect them nore deeply than any statistics would
i ndicate. The enptional trauma and possible serious physical damage
resulting froma face to face crine may cause a pernmanent downgradi ng in
the elderly or physically disabled victinms lifestyle. Such victins
often i npose "house-arrest” on thenselves, afraid to shop, to visit
friends, to go to the doctor, to live, unless behind | ocked doors. Even
those el derly or physically disabled who are not direct victins of crine
suffer indirectly, because they, having | earned of the terrible tragedy
suffered by other elderly and physically disabled and fearful for their
own i ndividual safety, barricade thenselves wthin their homes. The
ol der or physically disabled crine victimis thus twice victim zed--hby
the crime and by its aftermath.

Crim nol ogi sts, sociologists, psychologists, and the police all recog-
ni ze and acknow edge these facts, but the | aw does not. It has been

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ineffective in deterring crimes against the elderly and the physically
di sabled, particularly those involving violence or the threat of
violence. Simlarly, special projects on crine prevention and inproved
techni ques of comunications for the elderly to the police do not halt
or reduce such crine. For these reasons, offenses commtted against the
el derly or the physically disabled nust be treated as uni que, and | egi s-
lation nust be enacted to provide a neaningful deterrent for those
of fenders who now victim ze the elderly and the physically disabl ed.
