provi ded, however, that nothing in this subdivision shall be deened to
aut horize the bay constables in the city of Rye, the village of South
Nyack or the towns of Brookhaven, Babylon, Southold, East Hanpton,
Ri verhead, Islip, other than a bay constable of the towmn of Islip who
prior to April third, nineteen hundred ninety-ei ght served as harbornas-
ter for such town and whose position was reclassified as bay constabl e
for such town prior to such date, Smithtown, Huntington and Shelter
Island to carry, possess, repair or dispose of a firearmunless the
appropriate |license therefor has been issued pursuant to section 400.00
of the penal |aw] CONSTABLES APPO NTED BY A COUNTY, CITY, TOM OR
VI LLAGE.
