AN ACT to amend the parks, recreation and historic preservation law, in
relation to defining boundaries of the N agara river greenway

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 39.03 of the parks, recreation and
historic preservation |law, as added by chapter 460 of the |aws of 2004,
is amended to read as foll ows:

1. "Niagara river greenway" or "greenway" shall nmean a linear system
of state and |local parks and conservation areas |inked by a network of
multi use trails within the greenway area [established by an approved
plan of the commssion as provided for in this article] WH CH SHALL

Such draft plan shall be submtted to the conm ssioner [of parks,
recreation and historic preservation] within two years of the effective
date of this article. The conm ssioner nay approve the plan, nmay return
the plan to the comm ssion with recormendati ons for approval, or may
reject such plan.
