(a) The comm ssioner shall provide for the periodic visitation and
i nspection of each facility. Inspections shall be made as frequently as
the comm ssioner nay deem necessary but in any event such inspections
shall be made on at | east two occasions during each cal endar year[, at
| east one of] which shall be w thout prior notice, provided, however,
that where, in the discretion of the conm ssioner, an operating certif-
icate has been issued to a programw th a history of conpliance and a
record of providing a high quality of care, the periodic inspection and
visitation required by this subdivision shall be nade at |east once
duri ng each cal endar year provided such visit shall be wthout prior
noti ce.
