AN ACT to authorize Lois J. Reid to apply for ordinary disability
retirement benefits fromthe New York state and |ocal enployees’
retirement system

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Notw thstandi ng any other provision of law, Lois J. Reid,
who was enployed by the Erie County Youth Board on March 6, 1970, and
who was enpl oyed by the New York state departnment of social services on
May 16, 1985, was a nenber of the New York state and | ocal enpl oyees'
retirement systemfor approximately 17.5 years, was diagnosed wth
chronic fatigue syndrome in 1990, which is a synptom of mtochondria
di sease, of which was di agnosed on March 1, 2011, and which was only
recently identified by the nedical community, was declared to be totally
and permanently disabled by the New York state departnent of socia
services in 1990, and who was declared to be totally and permanently
disabled by the United States social security admnistration in the
early 1990s, and who was denied ordinary disability retirenent benefits,
shall be entitled to collect ordinary disability retirement benefits
from the New York state and | ocal enpl oyees' retirenent system covering
the period fromJune 19, 1992 through March 1, 2003 if, within one vyear
of the effective date of this act, she shall file a witten request to
that effect with the state conptroller. Al retirenent benefits payable
pursuant to the provisions of this act shall be paid to Lois J. Reid.

S 2. All costs associated with the inplenentation of this act shall be
borne by the state.

S 3. This act shall take effect imediately.

FI SCAL NOTE. - - Pursuant to Legislative Law, Section 50:

This bill will grant tenporary ordinary disability retirenment benefits
to Lois J. Reid, aretiree of the New York State and Local Enpl oyees
Retirenment Systemwith a date of retirenent of March 1, 2003, for the
period from June 19, 1992 through March 1, 2003.

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If this bill is enacted, we anticipate that there will be an i mredi ate
past service cost of approximtely $127,000. This cost will be borne by
the State of New York as a one-tinme paynent.
