BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Notw t hstanding any provision of lawto the contrary, state
building aid paynents in the anount of not nore than one mllion nine
hundred eighty-nine thousand ei ght hundr ed Si xty-seven dol | ars
(%1, 989,867) made to the Johnson City central school district in various
school years, which included excess paynents of which such schoo
di strict has been notified, and for which a recovery nust be made by the
state through deduction of future aid paynents, shall be reduced through
ai d deductions totaling such excess paynments, by deducting one-sixth of
such excess paynents fromthe paynents due to such school district and
payable in the nonth of June in the years 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018
and 2019; provided, however, there shall be no interest penalty assessed
agai nst such district or collected by the state; and provided, further,
that notw thstanding any other provision of this act, any pending
paynent of noneys due to such district as a prior year adjustnent paya-
bl e pursuant to paragraph c of subdivision 5 of section 3604 of the
education law for aid clains that had been previously paid in excess as
current year aid paynents for which recovery of excess paynents is to be
made pursuant to this section, shall be reduced at the tinme of actua
paynment by any renaining unrecovered bal ance of such excess paynents,
and the remai ni ng schedul ed deducti ons of such excess paynments pursuant
to this section shall be reduced by the conm ssioner of education to
refl ect the anmount so recovered.
