AN ACT to amend the private housing finance law, in relation to the | ow
i ncome housing trust fund program

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 1100 of the private housing finance |aw, as anmended
by chapter 121 of the laws of 1988, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 1100. Statenment of l|egislative findings and purpose. The | egislature
hereby finds and declares that there is a serious shortage of decent
af fordabl e housing in the state for persons of |ow income; that the cost
of providing such housi ng wi thout public participation and assistance is
prohi bitively high; that there exists throughout the state a significant
nunber of dwellings which are deteriorated and are vacant or underuti -
l'ized; THAT THERE EXI STS THROUGHOUT THE STATE A S| GNI FI CANT NUMBER OF
OCCUPI ED DVEELLI NGS WHI CH ARE ALSO DETERI ORATED, UNSAFE OR SUBSTANDARD
that the existence of such properties creates a serious threat to the
health and safety of persons who live in or near them Ilimts the avail -
ability of decent affordable housing to others, contributes to the
bl i ght and deterioration of neighborhoods, and drains rmunicipa
resources and expenditures; that the rehabilitation of these properties
woul d stemthe deterioration of nei ghborhoods and pronote the preserva-
tion and creation of safe and sanitary low income housing; that the
potential exists to nake such housing available to persons of |ow incone
through projects carried out by eligible applicants to rehabilitate
t hese dwel I i ng acconmopdati ons, bring these accommobdations into conpli-
ance with all applicable |aws and regul ati ons and renove all hazardous
and i nmedi atel y hazardous code conditions; that the purposes of this
article should al so be served by providing for new construction of hous-
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ing for persons of lowincome in areas in which rehabilitation opportu-
nities are limted or where new construction would prove to be nore
effective; that the carrying out of such projects serves a significant
public purpose and nmay appropriately be perfornmed by eligible appli-
cants; that payment for such services, tax exenptions and other public
participation in such projects would brlng down the cost of such housing
and nake it affordable to persons of lowincome; and that it is the
policy of the state to preserve and create such housing and to provide
for the aid, care, and support of the needy. The legislature therefore
finds that a program should be established to provide nonies for the
rehabilitation and construction of these properties by eligible appli-
cants to pronote the preservation and creation of affordable housing for
persons of | ow incone.

It is intended that any paynents, grants or |oans provided to nmnunici-
palities through this program not substitute for funds which such nuni-
cipalities would have spent in the absence of this programand that such
paynents, grants and loans will enable such nunicipalities to expand
their conmitnment to increase the supply of affordable | ow income housing
to levels greater than woul d have been possible wi thout this program

S 2. Subdivision 12 of section 1101 of the private housing finance
| aw, as anended by chapter 121 of the laws of 1988, is anmended to read
as foll ows:

12. "Project"” shall nmean a MODERATE REHABI LI TATION, cooperative,
condoni ni um homest eadi ng or rental project. In cases where any such
project consists of less than the total nunber of units or the total
anmount of floor space of a property, any reference in this article, to a
"project", " MODERATE REHABILITATION PRCUECT", "cooperative project”

"condom nium project”, "rental project” or "honesteading project” shal
nmean that portion of such property which nmakes up such project.

S 3. Section 1101 of the private housing finance law is anended by
addi ng a new subdivision 14 to read as foll ows:

14. " MODERATE REHABI LI TATI ON PRQJIECT" SHALL MEAN ANY OCCUPI ED RESI DEN-
TI AL  PROPERTY OR ANY PORTI ON THEREOF WHI CH, | F VACANT OR UNDEROCCUPI ED
WOULD QUALI FY AS A COOPERATI VE PRQIECT, CONDOM NI UM PRQJECT, HOVESTEAD-
| NG PROJDECT OR RENTAL PRQJECT.

S 4. This act shall take effect imediately.
