THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Wthin 90 days of the effective date of this act, the power
authority of the state of New York shall conduct an analysis of the
current economc viability of |load producing electric generating facili-
ties in the counties of Chautauqua, Tonpkins and Niagara, and as deened
feasi bl e and advi sable by the trustees of such authority, taking ful
consideration of the requirements and viability of the entire power
generating system needs of the state of New York with special consider-
ation of the ratepayers and taxpayers in Wstern New York, reconmend
entering into a purchase power agreenent with the owners and operators
of such facilities. Such power purchase agreenents shall be effective
upon the conclusion of such 90 day period and be designed to naintain
said facilities power production capacities at a rate sufficient to
ensure at |least three years worth of no Il ess than a level of operating
i ncome necessary to allow said facilities to remain open and functioning
reliably and safely and fully staffed at at |east ninety percent of
current enpl oynent |evels, payrolls and | ocal comunity benefits.

S 2. Notwithstanding any limtations or conditions contained in para-
graph 8 of subdivision (a) and paragraph 7 of subdivision (c) of section
188-a of the econom c devel opnent |aw, any power purchased by the power
authority of the state of New York pursuant to section one of this act
shal | be considered Recharge New York power, and shall be wutilized to
augnent Recharge New York power allocations for eligible businesses as
defined in paragraph 5 or 7 of subdivision (a) of section 188-a of the
econoni c devel opment |aw that are recomrended for a Recharge New York
power allocation pursuant to part CC of chapter 60 of the |aws of 2011.

S 3. This act shall take effect imediately.
