BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The education |aw is anmended by addi ng a new section 669-c
to read as foll ows:

S 669-C. TU TI ON AWARDS FOR CHI LDREN OF FI REFI GHTERS, POLI CE OFFI CERS,
VOLUNTEER FI REFI GHTERS, AND EMERGENCY MEDI CAL TECHNI Cl ANS W TH PERMANENT
AND TOTAL DI SABILITIES. 1. ELIGBILITY. A CH LD WHOSE PARENT IS A Fl RE-
FI GHTER, POLI CE OFFI CER, VOLUNTEER FI REFI GHTER,  OR EMERGENCY MEDI CAL
TECHNI CI AN WHO | S ELI G BLE FOR PERMANENT AND TOTAL DI SABI LI TY BENEFI TS,
SHALL BE ELI G BLE FOR A TU TI ON AWARD TO BE MADE AVAI LABLE BY THE PRESI -
DENT OF THE H GHER EDUCATI ON SERVI CES CORPORATI ON. TU TI ON  AWARDS

STUDY, FOR MORE THAN TEN SEMESTERS OF FULL TI ME STUDY, OR THE EQUI VALENT
OF FI VE ACADEM C YEARS. "FULL TI ME STUDY" SHALL MEAN ENROLLMENT FOR MORE
