THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraphs a, f and g of subdivision 4 of section 89-n of
t he general business | aw, paragraphs a and f as amended and paragraph g
as added by chapter 221 of the I aws of 2003, are anmended and a new para-
graph h is added to read as foll ows:

a. a correction officer of any state correctional facility OR A MEMBER
OF THE UN FORMED CORRECTION FORCE OF THE NEW YORK CI TY DEPARTMENT OF
CORRECTI ON havi ng the powers of a peace officer pursuant to subdivision
twenty-five of section 2.10 of the crimnal procedure |aw,

f a police officer as defined in paragraphs (a), (b), (c), (d), (e),
(f), (j), (k), (1), (o) and (p) of subdivision thirty-four of section
1.20 of the crimnal procedure law who has been retired from such
enpl oynment for a period not to exceed ten years, provided, however, that
aretired police officer who has been retired fromsuch enpl oynent for a
period in excess of ten years shall be required to provide proof to his
or her security guard enployer of his or her satisfactory conpletion of
an ei ght hour annual in-service training course approved by the comm s-
sioner, and provided further, however, that a retired police officer who
will be required by his or her security guard enployer to carry a
firearmor will be authorized to have access to a firearmshall provide
to such enployer proof of his or her satisfactory conpletion of a
forty-seven hour firearns training course approved by the comm ssioner
and, if such firearns training course has not been conpleted within one
year prior to such enploynent, satisfactory conpletion of an additional
eight hour annual firearns in-service training course approved by the
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commi ssi oner, such training course to be conpleted at |east annually;

g. a peace officer as defined in subdivisions two, twenty and twenty-
five and paragraphs a and b of subdivision twenty-one of section 2.10 of
the crimnal procedure | aw who has been retired from such enpl oynent for
a period not to exceed ten years, provided, however, that a retired
peace officer who has been retired fromsuch enploynment for a period in
excess of ten years shall be required to provide proof to his or her
security qguard enployer of his or her satisfactory conpletion of an
ei ght hour annual in-service training course approved by the nunicipa

police training council, and provided further, however, that a retired
peace officer who will be required by his or her security guard enpl oyer
to carry a firearmor will be authorized to have access to a firearm
shall provide to such enployer proof of his or her satisfactory

conpl etion of a forty-seven hour firearnms training course approved by
the municipal police training council and, if such firearns training
course has not been conpleted wthin one year prior to enploynent,
satisfactory conpletion of an additional eight hour annual firearns
in-service training course approved by the nunicipal police training
council, such training course to be conpleted at |east annually[.]; OR

H. AN OFFI CER OR MEMBER OF THE SANI TATI ON POLI CE OF THE DEPARTMENT OF
SANI TATI ON OF THE CI TY OF NEW YORK HAVI NG THE PONERS OF A PEACE OFFI CER
PURSUANT TO SUBDIVISION FIFTY-NINE OF SECTION 2.10 OF THE CRI M NAL
PROCEDURE LAW

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
