ener gency responder, regardl ess of such veteran's or vol unteer energency
responder's incone, in the sane manner in which an attorney may earn
continuing legal education credit for unconpensated |egal services to
i ndi vidual s unable to afford counsel pursuant to a program accredited by
the continuing | egal education board under 22 NYCRR 1500.22(j). For the
purposes of this act, the term"volunteer energency responder"” shal
nmean an active nmenber of a volunteer fire conpany and/or a voluntary
anbul ance service as such terns are defined in section 100 of the gener-
al nmunicipal |aw.
