THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The public buildings |law is anmended by addi ng a new section
143 to read as foll ows:

S 143. LIGHTING RESTRICTIONS. 1. DEFINITIONS. AS USED IN TH S SECTI ON:

A, "DIRECT LIGHT" MEANS LIGHT EM TTED BY A FI XTURE FROM THE LI GHT
SOURCE, FROM A REFLECTOR, OR THROUGH A REFRACTOR

B. "FACADE LI GHTI NG' MEANS PERMANENT OUTDOOR FI XTURES THAT ARE SPECI F-
| CALLY | NTENDED TO | LLUM NATE THE EXTERI OR SURFACES OF BU LD NGS OR
STRUCTURES.

C. "FULLY SH ELDED FIXTURE" MEANS A FI XTURE THAT ALLOAS NO DI RECT
LI GHT FROM THE FI XTURE ABOVE A HORI ZONTAL PLANE THROUGH THE FIXTURE' S
LOWNEST LI GHT-EM TTI NG PART, IN I TS MOUNTED POCSI Tl ON.

D. "FI XTURE LUVENS" MEANS TOTAL LUMENS EM TTED BY A FI XTURE.

E. "GLARE'" MEANS LI GHT EM TTED BY A FI XTURE THAT CAUSES DI SCOVFORT OR
REDUCED VI SI BI LI TY.

F. "1 LLUM NANCE" MEANS THE LUM NOUS POWAER | NCI DENT PER UNIT AREA OF A
SURFACE.

G "LIGHT TRESPASS' MEANS LI GHT THAT FALLS BEYOND THE PROPERTY IT IS

K. "PARKING LOT LIGHTI NG' MEANS PERMANENT OQUTDOOR FI XTURES SPECI F-
| CALLY | NTENDED TO | LLUM NATE UNCOVERED VEHI CLE PARKI NG AREAS.

L. "PERVANENT OUTDOOR FI XTURE" MEANS A FI XTURE FOR USE I N AN EXTERI OR
ENVI RONVENT | NSTALLED W TH MOUNTI NG NOT | NTENDED FOR RELOCATI ON.

M "ROADWAY LI GHTING' MEANS PERMANENT OUTDOOR FI XTURES SPECI FI CALLY
| NTENDED TO | LLUM NATE PUBLI C ROADVWAYS.

N. "SKY GLOWN MEANS A CONDI TI ON CAUSED BY LI GHT DI RECTED UPWARDS OR
SI DEWAYS REDUCI NG ONE' S ABI LI TY TO VI EW THE NI GHT SKY.

2. NO STATE FUNDS SHALL BE USED TO | NSTALL A NEW PERVANENT OUTDOOR
FI XTURE, OR PAY FOR THE COST OF OPERATING SUCH FIXTURE, UNLESS THE
FOLLOW NG REQUI REMENTS ARE MET:

A IN THE CASE OF ROADVWAY LI GHTI NG OR PARKI NG LOT LI GHTI NG WHETHER
MOUNTED TO PCLES, BUI LDI NGS OR OTHER STRUCTURES, THE FIXTURE |S FULLY
SHI ELDED.

B. IN THE CASE OF BU LDI NG MOUNTED FI XTURES NOT SPECI FI CALLY | NTENDED
FOR ROADVWAY LI GHTI NG PARKI NG LOT LIGHTING OR FACADE LIGHTING THE
FIXTURE |S FULLY SH ELDED WHEN ITS I NI TI AL FI XTURE LUVENS | S GREATER
THAN THREE THOUSAND LUMENS.

C. IN THE CASE OF FACADE LI GHTING THE FIXTURE IS SH ELDED TO REDUCE
GLARE, SKY GLON AND LI GHT TRESPASS TO THE GREATEST EXTENT POSS| BLE.

D. IN THE CASE OF ORNAMENTAL ROADWAY LI GHTI NG FI XTURES, THE FI XTURE
ALLOAS NO MORE THAN SEVEN HUNDRED LUMENS FROM THE FI XTURE ABOVE A HORI -
ZONTAL PLANE THROUGH THE FI XTURE' S LOWNEST LI GHT EM TTI NG PART.

E. FOR | LLUM NATI ON BY NEW PERMANENT OUTDOOR FI XTURES FOR APPLI CATI ONS
DESCRI BED | N PARAGRAPHS A, B, C OR D OF TH S SUBDI VI SI ON, ONLY THE | LLU-
M NANCE LEVELS REQUI RED FOR THE | NTENDED PURPCSE AS DEFI NED | N THE TENTH
EDI TI ON OF THE LI GHTI NG HANDBOOK PUBLI SHED BY THE | LLUM NATI NG ENG NEER-
NG SOCIETY (IES), AS UPDATED, MAY BE USED. WHERE LOCAL CI TY OR COUNTY
LAWS, ORDI NANCES OR REGULATI ONS SPECI FY A DI FFERENT REQUI REMENT, ONLY
THE | LLUM NANCE LEVELS REQUI RED FOR THE | NTENDED PURPOSE BY THESE LAWS,
ORDI NANCES OR REGULATI ONS ARE TO BE USED.

F. I N THE CASE OF ROADWAY LI GHTI NG UNASSOCI ATED W TH | NTERSECTI ONS  OF

DETERM NED THAT THE PURPOSE OF THE LI GHTI NG | NSTALLATI ON OR REPLACEMENT
CANNOT BE ACH EVED BY | NSTALLATI ON OF REFLECTORI ZED ROCADWAY MARKERS,
LI NES, WARNI NGS OR | NFORVATI ONAL SI GNS, OR OTHER PASSI VE MEANS.

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S 2. The office of general services, in consultation with the depart-
ment of transportation, and giving consideration to the recommended
practices adopted by the Illum nating Engi neering Society of North Amer-
ica, shall establish rules to inplenent the provisions of this section,
including a system to ensure that the use of state funds for street
lighting conplies with the requirenments set forth in this act and shal
provide for the wi de dissem nation of this information.

S 3. Applicability. No provision of this act shall be construed as to
permt the practice of architecture as such practice is defined in
section 7301 of the education law, or the practice of engineering as
such practice is defined in section 7201 of the education | aw

S 4. This act shall take effect one year after it shall have becone a
| aw; provided that effective i mediately, the addition, anmendnment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation or devel opnent of any standards neces-
sary for the inplenentation of this act on its effective date is author-
ized to be nade and conpleted on or before such effective date; and
provided further, that this act shall not apply to projects for the
installation or replacenent of permanent outdoor fixtures which have
already received final design approval prior to the effective date of
this act.
