AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to the enpire engineers
initiative act

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as "the enpire
engi neers initiative act".

S 2. The education |law is anmended by adding a new section 679-f to
read as foll ows:

S 679-F. NEW YORK STATE ENG NEERS LOAN FORG VENESS PROGRAM 1.
PURPCSE. THE PRESI DENT SHALL GRANT STUDENT LOAN FORG VENESS AWARDS FOR
THE PURPOSE OF | NCREASI NG THE NUMBER OF ENG NEERS SERVING I N NEW YORK
CITY AND THE REST OF THE STATE.

2. ELIGBILITY. TO BE ELI G BLE FOR AN AWARD PURSUANT TO THI S SECTI ON,
APPLI CANTS SHALL (A) HAVE RECEIVED A DEGREE |IN ENG NEERING FROM AN
ACCREDI TED COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY; (B) COWVPLY W TH SUBDI VI SI ONS THREE AND
FIVE OF SECTION SIX HUNDRED SIXTY-ONE OF THI'S PART; (C HAVE AN
OUTSTANDI NG STUDENT LOAN DEBT; AND (D) ENTER I NTO A CONTRACT WTH THE
CORPORATI ON TO PERFORM ENG NEERI NG SERVI CES W THI N THE STATE.

3. AWARDS. THE CORPORATI ON SHALL GRANT AWARDS | N AN AMOUNT EQUAL TO
FI FTY PERCENT OF THE TOTAL TUI TI ON CHARGED TO THE STUDENT BY ALL SCHOOLS
OR FI FTY PERCENT OF THE TOTAL TU TION CHARGED TO A STATE RESI DENT
STUDENT ATTENDI NG AN ENG NEERI NG PROGRAM AT THE STATE UNI VERSI TY OF NEW
YORK, WHI CHEVER | S LESS PRI OR TO THE APPLI CATION OF ANY SCHOLARSHI PS,
GRANTS, OR OTHER FI NANCI AL AWARDS. AWARDS SHALL BE W THI N THE AMOUNTS
APPROPRI ATED FOR SUCH PURPOSE AND BASED ON AVAI LABI LI TY OF FUNDS.

THIS SECTION IS FULFI LLED, AND SHALL G VE PREFERENCE TO | NDI VI DUALS WHO
RECEI VED THEI R DEGREE FROM A NEW YORK BASED COLLEGE OR UNVERSITY. IN
THE EVENT THAT THERE ARE MORE APPLI CANTS WHO HAVE THE SAME PRI ORI TY THAN
THERE ARE REMAI NI NG AWARDS, THE CORPORATI ON SHALL PROVI DE | N REGULATI ON
THE METHOD OF DI STRI BUTI NG THE REMAI Nl NG NUMBER OF SUCH AWARDS, WHI CH
MAY | NCLUDE A LOTTERY OR OTHER FORM OF RANDOM SELECTI ON.
