Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 4-108 of the election [aw, as
anended by chapter 136 of the laws of 1978, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

2. The formin which the proposed amendnent, proposition or question
is to be submtted shall consist of only an abbreviated title indicating
generally and briefly, and in a clear and coherent rmanner using words
with common and every-day neani ngs, the subject matter of the anendnent,
proposition or question. SUCH FORM OF SUBM SSI ON SHALL BE SET FORTH BY
THE ATTORNEY GENERAL FOLLOW NG THE PASSAGE BY BOTH HOUSES OF LEG SLATI ON
AUTHORI ZI NG THE SUBM SSI ON OF SUCH AMENDMENT, PROPGCSI TI ON OR QUESTI ON TO
THE PEOPLE FOR THEI R APPROVAL. | f nore than one such anendnent, proposi-
tion or question is to be voted upon at such el ection, each such amend-
ment, proposition or question respectively shall be separately and
consecutively nunbered.
