THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "high need prinmary care nedical personnel denonstration program
act".

S 2. Article 2 of the public health law is anmended by adding a new
title 6 to read as foll ows:

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(B) THE LOCATI ONS OF THE DEMONSTRATI ON PROGRAM SHALL BE AS FOLLOWS:

SECTI ON TVENTY- NI NE HUNDRED FI FTY- ONE OF TH S CHAPTER;

(2) TWO SHALL BE IN CI TIES HAVI NG A POPULATI ON OF ONE HUNDRED FI FTY

S 3. Subdivisions 1 and 2 of section 6525 of the education |aw, as
added by chapter 987 of the laws of 1971, paragraph 1 of subdivision 1
as anended by chapter 133 of the |aws of 1982, are anmended to read as
fol | ows:

1. Eligibility: The follow ng persons shall be eligible for a limted
permt:

(1) A person who fulfills all requirenments for a |license as a physi -
ci an except those relating to the exam nation and citizenship or pernma-
nent residence in the United States;

(2) A foreign physician who holds a standard certificate fromthe
educational council for foreign nedical graduates or who has passed an
exam nation satisfactory to the state board for nedicine and in accord-
ance with the conm ssioner's regulations; [or]

(3) A foreign physician or a foreign intern who is in this country on
a non-immgration visa for the continuation of nedical study, pursuant
to the exchange student program of the United States departnent of
state[.]; OR

(4) A PERSON WHO CRADUATES FROM A RECGENTS, LIAISON COWM TTEE ON
MEDI CAL EDUCATI ON OR AMERI CAN OSTEOPATHI C ASSOCI ATI ON ACCREDI TED MEDI CAL
PROGRAM OR A PERSON WHO GRADUATES FROM ANY OTHER MEDI CAL PROGRAM WHO
HAS PASSED ELEVEN REQUI SI TE STEPS OR PARTS OF THE UNI TED STATES MEDI CAL
LI CENSI NG EXAM NATI ON OR NATI ONAL BOARD OF OSTEOPATHI C MEDI CAL EXAM NERS
EXAM NATI ON, WHERE SUCH A PERSON PRACTICES AT A MEDICAL FACILITY OR
PRACTI CE DESI GNATED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH PURSUANT TO SECTI ON TWD
HUNDRED Sl XTY- SEVEN OF THE PUBLI C HEALTH LAW

2. Limt of practice. A pernittee shall be authorized to practice
medi cine only under the supervision of a |icensed physician and only in
a public, voluntary[,] or proprietary hospital, OR PURSUANT TO SECTI ON
TWO HUNDRED S| XTY- SEVEN OF THE PUBLI C HEALTH LAW

S 4. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shall
have becone a |l aw, and shall expire and be deened repealed July 1, 2016.
