THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "education
equity act".

S 3. Severability clause. |If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivi-
