all ows such child to engage in acts or conduct described in article two
hundred sixty-three of the penal |aw provided, however, that (a) the
corroboration requirenents contained in the penal law and (b) the age
requirenent for the application of article two hundred sixty-three of
such Iaw shall not apply to proceedings under this article[.], OR
