The authority may, in its discretion, issue
additional thirty day extensions upon paynent of the appropriate fee.

Such tenporary
permt may be extended at the discretion of the authority, for an addi-
tional thirty day period upon paynent of an additional fee of sixty-four
dollars for all retail beer licenses and ninety-six dollars for al
ot her tenporary permts and upon conpliance with all conditions required
in this section. The authority may, in its discretion, issue additiona
thirty day extensions upon paynent of the appropriate fee. Not wi t h-
standing the foregoing provisions of this subdivision, a tenporary
retail permt issued by the authority pursuant to paragraph [(c)] (B) of
subdi vi sion one of this section shall be wvalid wuntil the authority
ei ther approves or denies the application for a newretail |icense.

S 5. This act shall take effect inmediately; provided that sections
two and four of this act shall take effect on the sane date as paragraph
(b) of subdivision 1 of section 97-a of the alcoholic beverage contro
law is repealed pursuant to section 5 of chapter 396 of the | aws of
2010, as anended.
