THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legi slative findings and declaration of energency. The
| egi sl ature hereby finds and declares that the serious public energency
which led to the enactnent of the existing laws regulating residentia
rents and evictions continues to exist; that such laws would better
serve the public interest if certain changes were nmade thereto, includ-
ing extending to certain cities, towns and villages the authority to
provide for the regulation of rents and evictions with regard to housing
accommodations that cease or have ceased to be regul ated pursuant to
article 2 of the private housing finance |law, known as the Mtchell-Lama
| aw, or pursuant to project-based section eight contracts entered into
with the federal governnent.

The legislature further recognizes that severe disruption of the
rental housing market has occurred and threatens to be exacerbated as a
result of the abrupt term nation of rent and eviction regul ati on when
bui | di ngs conpl eted or substantially renovated as fanmly wunits on or
after January first, nineteen hundred seventy-four exit the Mtchell -
Lama program or when buil dings cease to be subject to project-based
section eight contracts. The situation had permtted specul ative and
profiteering practices and has brought about the loss of vital and irre-
pl aceabl e af fordabl e housing for working persons and fanilies.

The | egislature therefore declares that in order to prevent uncertain-
ty, potential hardship and dislocation of tenants 1living in housing
accommodati ons subject to government regulations as to rentals and

the provisions of this act are necessary to protect the public health,
safety and general welfare. The necessity in the public interest for the

26-513 OF THE ADM NI STRATIVE CODE OF THE CITY OF NEW YORK SHALL NOT

S 3. Notwi thstanding any provision of lawto the contrary, in a city
having a population of one mllion or nore, the New York city rent
stabilization | aw of nineteen hundred sixty-nine nmay be anmended by | ocal
| aw or ordinance to provide for the regulation of rents and evictions
and the enforcenent of such rent stabilization law with regard to hous-
i ng accommbdati ons made subject to such | aw by a declaration of energen-
cy nmade pursuant to this act.

S 4. This act shall take effect imediately and shall apply to housing
accomodations |located in buildings or structures owned by housing
conpanies that dissolved on, before or after such date and to housing
accomodations in buildings or structures that were covered projects and
had contracts for rental assistance that expired or were term nated on,
before or after such date; provided that the anendnents to section 5 of
the emergency tenant protection act of nineteen seventy-four nmade by
section two of +this act shall expire on the sanme date as such act
expires and shall not affect the expiration of such act as provided in
section 17 of chapter 576 of the |laws of 1974.
