day; [and] the twenty-fifth day of Decenber, known as Christnas day; AND
THE FIFTEENTH DAY OF THE HI NDU LUNI SOCLAR MONTH OF KARTI K, KNOMWN AS
LAKSHM PUJA, OR THE HI NDU FESTI VAL OF LICGHTS, and if any of such days
except Flag day is Sunday, the next day thereafter; each genera
el ection day, and each day appointed by the president of the United
States or by the governor of this state as a day of general thanksgiv-
ing, general fasting and prayer, or other general religious observances.
The term hal f-holiday includes the period fromnoon to m dnight of each
Sat urday which is not a public holiday.
