S 2. Subdivision 1 of section 4 of section 1 of chapter 1016 of the
| aws of 1969, constituting the New York city health and hospitals corpo-
ration act, is anended to read as foll ows:

1. A corporation, to be known as the "New York city health and hospi -
tals corporation,” is hereby created. Such corporation shall be a body
corporate and politic constituting a public benefit corporation. It
shall be adm nistered by a board of directors consisting of sixteen
menbers, constituted as follows: five directors shall be the adm nistra-
tor, the conm ssioner appointed by the mayor as chief adm nistrative
of ficer of the health functions of the adm nistration, the director of
community nental health services of the adm nistration, the adm nistra-
tor of human resources of the city, and the deputy mayor-city adm nis-
trator of +the <city, or their successors, all serving ex-officio; ten
directors shall be appointed by the mayor, five of whom shall be desig-
nated by the city council of the city of New York AND SHALL | NCLUDE A
REPRESENTATI VE FROM EACH OF THE FI VE BOROUGHS; and the renmining direc-
tor shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation. Such chief
executive officer shall be chosen by the aforenmentioned fifteen direc-
tors from persons other than thensel ves and shall serve at the pleasure

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of the board. The terns of the ten directors first appointed by the
mayor, other than those serving ex-officio shall be as foll ows:

Two shall serve for terns of one year each, one of whom shall have
been designated by the city council
Two shall serve for terns of two years each, one of whom shall have

been designated by the city council
Two shall serve for ternms of three years each, one of whom shall have
been designated by the city council

Two shall serve for terns of four years each, one of whom shall have
been designated by the city council
Two shall serve for terns of five years each, one of whom shall have

been designated by the city council
thereafter their successors shall serve for terns of five years each
The mayor shall fill any vacancy which nay occur by reason of death,
resignation or otherwise in a nmanner consistent wth the origina
appointnent. Directors nay be renoved by the mayor for cause, but not
wi t hout an opportunity to be heard.

S 3. This act shall take effect imediately.
