THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The parks, recreation and historic preservation law is
anmended by adding a new article 8 to read as fol |l ows:

S 8.01 EMPIRE STATE GAMES. 1. THE OFFI CE BY AND THROUGH THE COWM S-
SI ONER | S HEREBY DI RECTED TO PROVI DE FOR SUPPORTI NG AND CONDUCTI NG THE
EMPI RE STATE GAMES ON AN ANNUAL BASIS. SUCH GAMES SHALL | NCLUDE, BUT NOT
BE LIM TED TO, SUMMER AND W NTER GAMES FOR OPEN COWPETI TI ON, SENI ORS AND
HANDI CAPPED GAMES.

2. THE OFFICE SHALL EXERCI SE I TS DUTI ES PURSUANT TO THI S ARTICLE, IN
CONSULTATI ON W TH AND UPON THE RECOMMENDATI ONS OF THE ADVI SORY COUNCI L
ESTABLI SHED PURSUANT TO SECTI ON 8.03 OF TH S ARTI CLE.

3. THE OFFI CE | N FURTHERANCE OF THE PROVI SI ONS OF THI S ARTI CLE SHALL:

(A) SECURE FUNDING FOR THE EWMPI RE STATE GAMES. THE SOURCES OF SUCH
FUNDI NG SHALL | NCLUDE, BUT NOT BE LIMTED TO, APPROPRIATIONS, dFTS,
BEQUESTS, THE ESTABLISHVENT OF PUBLIC/ PRIVATE PARTNERSH PS AND THE
ESTABLI SHVENT OF NOT- FOR- PROFI T FOUNDATI ONS FOR SUCH PURPOSE;

(B) DETERM NE THE SI TE OF EACH TYPE OF EMPI RE STATE GAMES; AND

(C©) PROVI DE SU TABLE FACI LI TIES AND PERSONNEL FOR THE CONDUCTING OF
EACH TYPE OF EMPI RE STATE GAMES.

MEMBERS SHALL BE APPO NTED BY THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY, (E) ONE
MEMBER SHALL BE APPO NTED BY THE M NORI TY LEADER OF THE SENATE, AND (F)
ONE MEMBER SHALL BE APPO NTED BY THE M NORI TY LEADER OF THE ASSEMBLY.
THE MEMBERS OF THE ADVI SORY COUNCI L SHALL HAVE EXPERTI SE | N FI NANCE,
FUNDRAI SI NG ANDY OR ATHLETI CS. THE APPO NTEES SHALL BE BROADLY REPRESEN-
TATIVE OF THE GEOGRAPHI C AREAS OF THE STATE. MEMBERS OF THE ADVI SORY
COUNCI L SHALL RECEIVE FROM STATE FUNDS NO COWPENSATION FOR THEIR
SERVICES NOR THEIR ACTUAL AND NECESSARY EXPENSES |NCURRED |IN THE
PERFORVANCE OF THEI R DUTI ES; PROVI DED,  HOWEVER, SUCH MEMBERS MAY BE
REI MBURSED FOR THEIR ACTUAL AND NECESSARY EXPENSES | NCURRED | N THE
PERFORVANCE OF THEIR DUTIES |F SUCH REIMBURSEMENT |S PROVIDED BY A
PRI VATE SOURCE.

3. THE ADVI SORY COUNCI L MAY REQUEST AND SHALL RECEI VE FROM THE OFFI CE
SUCH FACI LI TI ES, RESOURCES AND DATA AS | T MAY NEED TO PROPERLY CARRY OUT
| TS PONERS AND DUTI ES PURSUANT TO THI S ARTI CLE.

4. THE ADVI SORY COUNCI L SHALL ADVI SE THE OFFI CE ON ALL ASPECTS OF THE
CONDUCTI NG AND FUNDING OF THE EMPI RE STATE GAMES, | NCLUDI NG BUT NOT
LIMTED TO

(A) PUBLI C AND PRI VATE SOURCES OF FUNDI NG

(B) THE ESTABLI SHVENT OF A NOT- FOR- PROFI T FOUNDATI ON FORVED SPECI F-
| CALLY TO FUND THE EMPI RE STATE GAMES;

(© THE ESTABLI SHVENT OF PUBLI C/ PRI VATE PARTNERSHI PS TO PROVI DE FUND-
I NG FOR ANY PORTI ON OF THE EMPI RE STATE GAMES;

(D) SUI TABLE LOCATI ONS FOR THE CONDUCTI NG OF THE EMPI RE STATE GAMES;

(E) A DETERM NATI ON OF THE TOTAL PRQIECTED COSTS OF THE EMPIRE STATE
GAMES;

(F) ALTERNATIVE SOURCES OF FUNDI NG | F STATE APPROPRI ATI ONS THEREFOR

5. THE ADVI SORY COUNCI L SHALL MEET NOT LESS THAN THREE TIMES EACH
CALENDAR YEAR FURTHERMORE, THE COUNCI L SHALL REPORT I TS FI NDI NGS ON OR
BEFORE THE FI RST DAY OF JANUARY AND JULY TO THE GOVERNOR, THE OFFI CE,
THE TEMPORARY PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE, THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY, THE
MEMBERS OF THE SENATE COVM TTEE ON CULTURAL AFFAI RS, TOURI SM PARKS AND
RECREATI ON, AND THE MEMBERS OF THE ASSEMBLY COWM TTEE ON TOURI SM PARKS,
ARTS AND SPORTS DEVELOPMENT.
