AN ACT to anend the public authorities law, in relation to requiring the
New York city transit authority to have at |east one conductor on
boar d

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The legislature finds and declares that, the New York city
transit authority, through its operation of the New York city subway
system the largest public transit systemin the world, provides the
primary neans of comuting for many mllions of New York residents and
visitors every day of the week. Wth an estimted average of over 10,000
passengers | oaded onto each train during rush hours, the presence of
trained New York city transit authority personnel, other than the engi-
neer, on each train is necessary and should al ways be required to ensure
i nproved safety for passengers during emergencies, which may occur while
in subway tunnels or traveling over bridges.

The legislature further finds and declares that the tragic events of
Septenber 11, 2001, which [aunched the war of terror against Anerica,
has trenendously hei ghtened the need to significantly increase security
and safety for commuters on New York city subway trains. Al so, the
recent conviction of Zarein Ahmedzay, who was caught buying explosives
and admtted to having planned an attack on the New York city subway
system nmakes it inperative that we recogni ze the role of conductors and
other authority personnel assigned on passenger trains as first respon-
ders, and the front Iine defense to potentially save lives and |imt
casualties in the event of a terrorist attack.

S 2. The public authorities law is anmended by addi ng a new section
1205-b to read as foll ows:

EXPLANATI ON- - Matter in I TALICS (underscored) is new, matter in brackets
[ ] is oldlawto be onmtted.
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S 1205-B. CONDUCTOR REQUI RED. ANY SUBWAY OR TRAIN OPERATED BY THE
AUTHORI TY FOR THE PURPOSE OF TRANSPORTI NG PASSENGERS SHALL HAVE AT LEAST
ONE CONDUCTOR ON BOARD. FOR THE PURPOSES OF THI S SECTION, THE TERM
" CONDUCTOR' SHALL MEAN THE PERSON OTHER THAN THE DRIVER, ENG NEER OR
MOTORMAN PRI MARILY CHARGED WTH ALL ASPECTS OF THE OPERATI ON OF THE
RAI LROAD LOCOMOTI VE, SUBWAY OR TRAIN, WHO SHALL ASSI ST IN THE OPERATI ON
OF THE TRAIN AND BE PRI MARI LY RESPONSI BLE FOR THE OPENI NG AND CLCSI NG OF
THE DOORS AND OTHER SAFETY ASPECTS OF THE TRAIN. A CONDUCTOR SHALL BE
REQUI RED ON ANY SUBWAY OR TRAI N OPERATED BY THE AUTHORI TY WHENEVER THE
SUBWAY OR TRAIN HAS MORE THAN TWD CARS ATTACHED TO THE ENG NE THEREOF.

S 3. This act shall take effect imediately.
