AN ACT to anend the adm nistrative code of the city of New York and the
energency tenant protection act of nineteen seventy-four, in relation
to housing unit fees; and to anend the energency tenant protection act
of nineteen seventy-four, in relation to extending the provisions of
such chapter

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision a of section 26-517.1 of +the admnistrative
code of the city of New York, as added by |ocal |aw nunber 95 of the
city of New York for the year 1985, is anended to read as foll ows:

a. The [Departnent] DEPARTMENT of [ Finance] FINANCE shall collect from
t he owner of each housing acconmopdati on regi stered pursuant to [ Section]
SECTI ON 26-517 of this [law] CHAPTER an annual fee in the anount of
[ten] TH RTY dollars per vyear for each unit subject to this law, in
order to defray costs incurred by the city pursuant to subdivision ¢ of
section eight of the emergency tenant protection act of nineteen hundred
seventy-four.

S 2. Subdivisions ¢ and d of section 8 of section 4 of chapter 576 of
the |l aws of 1974 constituting the energency tenant protection act of
ni net een seventy-four, subdivision c as amended by section 5 of part Z
of chapter 56 of the |laws of 2010 and subdivision d as anended by chap-
ter 116 of the laws of 1997, are amended to read as foll ows:

c. Wenever a city having a population of one mllion or nore has
deternmi ned the exi stence of an energency pursuant to section three of
this act, the provisions of this act and the New York city rent stabili-
zation law of nineteen hundred sixty-nine shall be adm nistered by the
state division of housing and conmunity renewal as provided in the New
York city rent stabilization Ilaw of nineteen hundred sixty-nine, as
anmended, or as otherwi se provided by law. The costs incurred by the

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state division of housing and comunity renewal in adm nistering such
regul ation shall be paid by such city. Al paynments for such admnis-
tration shall be transmtted to the state division of housing and conmu-
nity renewal as follows: on or after April first of each year conmencing
with April, nineteen hundred eighty-four, the comm ssioner of housing
and comunity renewal shall determ ne an anount necessary to defray the
di vision's antici pated annual cost, and one-quarter of such anmount shal

be paid by such city on or before July first of such year, one-quarter
of such amount on or before Cctober first of such year, one-quarter of
such amount on or before January first of the follow ng year and one-
quarter of such amount on or before March thirty-first of the follow ng
year. After the close of the fiscal year of the state, the comm ssioner
shal | determ ne the anmount of all actual costs incurred in such fisca

year and shall certify such amunt to such city. If such certified
anmount shall differ fromthe anmount paid by the city for such fisca
year, appropriate adjustnents shall be mde in the next quarterly

paynent to be made by such city. In the event that the anount thereof is
not paid to the conmssioner as herein prescribed, the conm ssioner
shall certify the unpaid anmobunt to the conptroller, and the conptroller
shall, to the extent not otherwise prohibited by law, wthhold such
anmount from any state aid payable to such city. In no event shall the
anount inposed on the owners exceed [ten] THI RTY dollars per unit per
year.

d. The failure to pay the prescribed assessnent not to exceed [ten]
THI RTY dol l ars per unit for any housi ng accommobdati on subject to this
act or the New York city rent stabilization | aw of nineteen hundred
si xty-nine shall constitute a charge due and owi ng such city, town or
village which has inposed an annual charge for each such housing accom
nodat i on pursuant to subdivision b of this section. Any such city, town
or village shall be authorized to provide for the enforcenment of the
col l ection of such charges by comrenci ng an action or proceeding for the
recovery of such fees or by the filing of a lien upon the building and
lot. Such nethods for the enforcenent of the collection of such charges
shall be the sole remedy for the enforcenent of this section

S 3. Section 17 of chapter 576 of the |aws of 1974 anending the ener-
gency housing rent control law relating to the control of and stabiliza-
tion of rent in certain cases, as anmended by section 1-a of part B of
chapter 97 of the laws of 2011, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 17. Effective date. This act shall take effect imediately and
shall remain in full force and effect until and including the fifteenth
day of June [2015] 2017; except that sections two and three shall take
effect with respect to any city having a population of one mllion or

nore and section one shall take effect with respect to any other city,
or any town or village whenever the local |egislative body of a city,
town or village determ nes the exi stence of a public energency pursuant
to section three of the energency tenant protection act of nineteen
seventy-four, as enacted by section four of this act, and provided that
the housing acconmodati ons subject on the effective date of this act to
stabilization pursuant to the New York city rent stabilization |aw of
ni neteen hundred sixty-nine shall remain subject to such | aw upon the
expiration of this act.

S 4. The increased revenues payabl e each year to the conmm ssioner of
the state division of housing and community renewal pursuant to this act
shall be divided equally by the comm ssioner between the office of rent
adm nistration and the office of the tenant protection unit wthin the
di vision of housing and comunity renewal and shall be utilized by the
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conmi ssioner in addition to and not in substitution for the |levels of
funding from all sources provided to the office of rent adm nistration
and the office of the tenant protection unit on the effective date of
this act.

S 5. This act shall take effect immediately; provided that the anend-
ments to section 26-517.1 of chapter 4 of title 26 of the adm nistrative
code of the city of New York nade by section one of this act shal
expire on the same date as such |aw expires and shall not affect the
expi ration of such law as provided under section 26-520 of such | aw, and
provi ded further that the anendnents to section 8 of the energency
tenant protection act of nineteen seventy-four nade by section two of
this act shall expire on the sanme date as such act expires and shall not
affect the expiration of such act as provided in section 17 of chapter
576 of the |aws of 1974.
