AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to adnm ssion to a specia
hi gh school in the city school district of the city of New York

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 2590-g of the education law, as
anended by chapter 345 of +the laws of 2009, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

4. subject to the provisions of section twenty-five hundred ninety-i
of this article, maintain such jurisdiction over city-w de educationa
policies governing the special, acadenm c, vocational, and other high
schools authorized by this article [before the effective date of this
section] as the respective community district education councils nain-
tain over the schools wthin their jurisdiction, which shall not be
construed to require or authorize the day-to-day supervision or the
adm nistration of the operations of such schools. PROVIDED, FURTHER,
THE CI TY BOARD SHALL ESTABLI SH PROCEDURES AND STANDARDS FOR ADM SSI ON TO
THE SPECI AL HI GH SCHOOLS OF THE CITY DI STRICT, WHICH SHALL CONSIST OF
MULTI PLE MEASURES OF STUDENT MERI T | NCLUDI NG THE GRADE PO NT AVERAGES OF
APPLI CANTS AND SUCH OTHER FACTORS AS THE CI TY BOARD SHALL DETERM NE TO
BE NECESSARY

school, the Staten Island technical high school, the Queens high schoo
for the sciences at York <college, the high school for nmathenatics,
science and engineering at Gty college, the high school for Anerican
studi es at Lehnman col |l ege, the Brooklyn Latin school, and all additiona
school s that the board of education of the city school district of the
city of New York designates as special high schools, not including the
Fiorello H LaCGuardia high school of nusic and the arts; provided,
further, that the anendnents to subdivision 4 of section 2590-g and
par agr aph (b) of subdivision 1 of section 2590-h of the education |aw
made by sections one and three of this act shall be subject to the expi-
ration and reversion of such sections pursuant to section 34 of chapter
91 of the laws of 2002, as amended and subdivision 12 of section 17 of
chapter 345 of the laws of 2009, as anended respectively when upon such
date the provisions of sections two and four of this act shall take
ef f ect.
