Section 1. The general business |law is anended by addi ng a new section
451-a to read as foll ows:

S 451-A. PROVPT BURI AL AND | NTERVENT. EACH CEMETERY CORPORATI ON AND
MUNI Cl PALI TY OPERATING A CEMETERY SHALL PROVIDE FOR THE BURI AL AND
| NTERVENT OF THE REMAI NS OF A DECEASED HUVAN UPON THE DAY WHI CH SUCH
REMAI NS ARRI VE AT THE CEMETERY, CONSI STENT W TH THE REQUI REMENTS THERE-
FOR OF THE CONSCI QUS OR CULTURAL COVMUNI TY OF WHI CH THE DECEASED WAS A
PART AND ANY STATE OR LOCAL STATUTORY AND REGULATORY REQUI REMENTS, |F
THE REMAINS OF THE DECEASED HUVMAN ARE DELI VERED TO THE CEMETERY NOT LESS
