BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subparagraphs 1 and 2 of paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 of
section 85 of the civil service |aw, as added by chapter 790 of the |aws
of 1958, are amended to read as foll ows:

(1) Disabled veterans shall be entitled to receive [ten] FIFTEEN
points additional in a conpetitive exam nation for original appointnent
and [five] SEVEN AND ONE- HALF points additional credit in a conpetitive
exam nation for pronotion, and

(2) Non-di sabl ed veterans shall be entitled to receive [five] TEN
points additional <credit in a conpetitive examnation for origina
appoi ntnent and [two and one-half] FIVE points additional credit in a
conpetitive exam nation for pronotion

S 2. This act shall take effect on the first of January next succeed-
ing the date upon which the people shall approve and ratify an anendnent
to section 6 of article V of the constitution by a majority of the el ec-
tors voting thereon relating to appointnents and pronotions in civil
servi ce.
