THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative findings. The |l egislature hereby finds that the
envi ronnental conservation law provides for the establishnent and
permtting of solid waste managenent facilities. Gven the significant
increase in oil and gas drilling activity in Pennsylvania and ot her
states, which has resulted in the disposal in this state of wastes
generated from drilling activities in other states, and to address any
oil and gas drilling wastes that nmay be generated by operations in the
state, the legislature hereby finds that solid waste nanagenent facili-
ties that receive waste generated fromoil and gas drilling activities
should be required to inplenment screening and rejection criteria for
radi oactivity as a condition to obtaining a permt to operate such a
solid waste nanagenent facility.

S 2. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "oi
and gas waste nmanagenent act of 2016".

S 3. Section 27-0707 of the environnmental conservation |aw is anmended
by addi ng a new subdivision 2-d to read as foll ows:

2-D. ANY PERM T ISSUED TO A SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT FACILITY THAT
I NTENDS TO ACCEPT WASTE FROM O L AND GAS DRI LLING ACTIVITIES SHALL
| NCLUDE SCREENI NG AND REJECTION CRITERIA FOR RADI QACTIVITY IN SUCH
WASTES.

S 4. This act shall take effect imediately.
