THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 190 of the town |aw, as amended by chapter 378 of
the laws of 2012, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 190. Establishnent or extension of inprovenent districts. Upon a
petition as hereinafter provided, the town board of any town nay estab-
lish or extend in said town a sewer, drainage, water, water quality
treatment, park, public parking, lighting, snow renoval, water supply,
sidewal k, a fallout shelter district or refuse and garbage district,
aquatic plant growh control district, anbul ance district, watershed
protection inprovenment district, UNDERGROUND  UTILITY | MPROVEMENT
DI STRICT, and in any town bordering upon or containing within its bound-
ari es any navigable waters of this state, a harbor inprovenent district,
a public dock district, or beach erosion control district, and provide
i nprovenents or services, or both, in any such district, wholly at the
expense of the district; but no water supply district shall be estab-
i shed or extended to include |ands situate within the boundaries of a
water district. No such district shall be established or extended in a
city or in an incorporated village provided, however, that such a

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district my be established or extended wholly or partly within an

and except, in the case of a water quality treatnment district, on

RESI DENTS FROM A DESI GNATED SOLE SOURCE AQUI FER

gar bage, aquatic plant growh <control district, anbulance district,
har bor i nmprovenent district, public dock district, beach erosion control
district, watershed protection inprovenent district, UNDERGROUND UTI LI TY
| MMROVEMENT DISTRICT, or a fallout shelter district, the board shal
adopt an order and enter the sanme in the mnutes of its proceedings,
reciting in general ternms the filing of such petition, the boundaries of
the proposed district, the inprovenents proposed, the maxi mum anount
proposed to be expended for the inprovenent as stated in the petition or
t he maxi num anount to be expended for the performance or supplying of
services if a maxinmumanount is stated in the petition, the estinmated
cost of hook-up fees, if any, to, and the cost of the district or exten-
sion to, the typical property and, if different, the typical one or two
famly honme, and specifying the time when and place where said board
will meet to consider the petition and to hear all persons interested in
t he subject thereof, concerning the same. The board shall cause a copy
of such order, certified by the town clerk, to be published at | east
once in the official paper, the first publication thereof to be not |ess
than ten nor nore than twenty days before the day set therein for the
hearing as aforesaid, and shall also cause a copy thereof to be posted
on the signboard of the town naintai ned pursuant to subdivision six of
section thirty of this chapter, not less than ten nor nore than twenty
days before the day designated for the hearing as aforesaid. In the
event that the town maintains a website, such information may al so be
provi ded on the website. Prior to the publication of a copy of the
order, the board shall cause to be prepared, and file for public
i nspection with the town clerk, a detail ed explanation of how the esti-
mat ed cost of hook-up fees, if any, to, and the cost of the district or
extension to, the typical property and, if different, the typical one or
two fam |y hone was conput ed.

protection i mpr ovenent di strict, UNDERGROUND UTILITY | MPROVEMENT
DI STRICT, public dock district, fallout shelter district, or beach
erosion control district, and providing inprovenents or services, or
both, therefor, and of constructing lateral water nmins pursuant to
paragraph (b) of subdivision one of section one hundred ninety-nine OF
THI S ARTI CLE, shall be assessed, levied and collected from the severa
lots and parcels of Iland within the district for each purpose in the
same manner and at the sane tine as other town charges, except as other-
wi se provided by law. In the event that any order adopted pursuant to

pursuant to such petition or order, shall be assessed on the |lands wth-
in such district in the same manner as provided in the case of trunk
sewers. The expense of constructing |ateral water mains pursuant to
par agr aph (c) of subdivision one of section one hundred ninety-nine OF
THIS ARTICLE shall be assessed, l|levied and collected fromthe severa
|l ots and parcels of land within the district in proportion to the area
of such lot or parcel of land to the total area of the district.

2. The town board nmay, on behalf of a park, public parking, anmbul ance,

lighting, snow renoval, refuse and garbage, public dock, watershed
protection i mpr ovenent di strict, UNDERGROUND UTILITY | MPROVEMENT
DI STRI CT, or beach erosion control district, and within the I|imtations
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of section one hundred ninety-eight of this chapter, acquire additiona
apparatus and equipnment and replace obsolete, inadequate, danmaged,
destroyed or worn-out apparatus and equiprment, and it may construct
additional facilities and appurtenances thereto or reconstruct or
repl ace obsol ete, inadequate, damaged, destroyed or worn-out facilities
and appurtenances thereto. Such expenditure shall be authorized in the
manner provided in subdivision one of this section, except that the map
and pl an descri bed by said subdivision one shall not be required. Howev-
er, nothing herein contained shall be construed to limt or supersede
the provisions of section seventy-two hundred three of the education
| aw.

1. the term"inprovenent district” shall include only a sewer, waste-
wat er disposal, drainage, water, park, public parking, lighting, snow
renoval , water supply, sidewalk, refuse and garbage, aquatic plant
growh control, or watershed protection inprovenment district, OR UNDER-
GROUND UTILITY | MPROVEMENT DI STRI CT, or anbul ance district in any town,
and, in any town bordering upon or containing within its boundaries any
navi gabl e water of this state a public dock or beach erosion control
district;

S 8. Subdivision 1 of section 209-d of the town | aw, as anended by
chapter 378 of the laws of 2012, is amended to read as foll ows:

1. Subsequent to the date of the filing of the map, plans and report
in the office of the town clerk as required in section two hundred
nine-c of this article the town board may adopt an order and enter the
same in the mnutes of its proceedings reciting a description of the
boundari es of the proposed district or extension in a manner sufficient
to identify the lands included therein as in a deed of conveyance, the
i mprovenents proposed, the maxi num anount proposed to be expended for
the i nmprovenent, the estimated cost of hook-up fees, if any, to, and the
cost of the district or extension to, the typical property and, if
different, the typical one or two fam |y hone, the proposed nethod of
financing to be enployed, the fact that a map, plan and report describ-
ing the same are on file in the town clerk's office for public
i nspection and specifying the time when and the place where said board
will meet and hold a public hearing to hear all persons interested in
the subject thereof, concerning the same. |f such order proposes only
the performance or supplying of certain services, it my state the maxi-
mum anount to be expended annually for such services. The board shal
cause a copy of such order to be published at |east once in the officia
paper, the first publication thereof to be not |ess than ten nor nore
than twenty days before the day set therein for the hearing as afore-
said, and shall also cause a copy thereof to be posted on the sign-board
of the town mai ntai ned pursuant to subdivision six of section thirty of
this chapter, not less than ten nor nore than twenty days before the day
designated for the hearing as aforesaid. Such order nay further state
such place other than the town clerk's office where the map, plan and
report may be exam ned in advance of the hearing, if the town board
determines that, in the public interest, sonme other additional place is
necessary or desirable. If a water district, sidewal k district, a public
parking district, a refuse and garbage district, aquatic plant growth
control district, watershed protection inprovenment district, UNDERGROUND

for public inspection with the town clerk, a detailed explanation of how
the estimated cost of hook-up fees, if any, to, and the cost of the
district or extension to, the typical property and, if different, the
typi cal one or two fam |y hone, was comput ed.

S 9. This act shall take effect immediately.
