BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The correction law is anended by adding a new section 114
to read as foll ows:

AFFORDED MEN. | N ANY STATE CORRECTI ONAL FACILITY IN WHCH WOMVEN ARE
DETAINED |T SHALL BE THE DUTY OF THE WARDEN OR THE CHI EF ADM NI STRATI VE
OFFI CER OF SUCH FACI LI TY TO ASSURE THAT SUCH WOVMEN BE PROVIDED EQUI V-
ALENT PROGRAMS OF REHABILITATION, | NCLUDI NG BUT NOT LI M TED TO VOCA-
TI ONAL, ACADEM C AND | NDUSTRI AL PROGRAMS, W THI N THE APPROPRI ATI ON MADE
THEREFOR, AS ARE PROVIDED TO MALE | NVATES OF CORRECTI ONAL FACI LI TI ES
ELSEWHERE | N THE STATE.

S 2. This act shall take effect on the sixtieth day after it shal
have beconme a law, provided that the commi ssioner of corrections and
comunity supervision is authorized to promulgate any and all rules and
regul ations and take any other neasures necessary to inplenent the
provisions of this act on its effective date on or before such effective
dat e.
