Section 1. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 6 of section 367-a of the
soci al services law, as anended by section 15 of part B of chapter 57 of
the laws of 2015, is anended to read as foll ows:

(b) Co-paynents shall apply to all eligible persons for the services
defined in paragraph (d) of this subdivision with the exception of:

(i) [individuals under twenty-one years of age;

(ii) pregnant wonen;

(ii1)] individuals who are inpatients in a nedical facility who have
been required to spend all of their inconme for medical care, except
their personal needs all owance or residents of comunity based residen-
tial facilities licensed by the office of nental health or the office of
mental retardation and devel opnmental disabilities who have been required
to spend all of their incone, except their personal needs all owance;

[(iv) individuals enrolled in health naintenance organizations or
other entities which provide conprehensive health services, or other
managed care progranms for services covered by such prograns, except that
such persons, other than persons otherw se exenpted from co-paynents
pursuant to subparagraphs (i), (ii), (iii) and (v) of this paragraph,
and other than those persons enrolled in a managed |long termcare
program shall be subject to co-paynents as described in subparagraph
(v) of paragraph (d) of this subdivision;

TI ME VHEN SUCH SERVI CES ARE RENDERED, subject to such exceptions for
subcategories of these services as recognized by the comm ssioner OF
HEALTH i n regul ati ons, provided in accordance with section three hundred
sixty-five-a of this [article] TITLE and the regul ations of the depart-
nment, to the extent permtted by title XIX of the federal social securi-
ty act:

S 3. The commissioner of health is authorized to pronul gate or adopt
any rules or regulations necessary to inplenent the provisions of this
act and any co-paynents, procedures, forns, or instructions necessary
for such inplenmentation may be adopted and issued on or after the effec-
tive date of this act. Notw thstandi ng any inconsistent provision of the
state adm nistrative procedure act or any other provision of law, rule
or regulation, the commssioner of health and the superintendent of
financi al services and any appropriate council are authorized to adopt
or amend or promrul gate on an energency basis any regul ati on he or she or
such council determ nes necessary to i nplenment any provision of this act
on its effective date.
