AN ACT to anend the election law, in relation to nodernizing voter
regi stration, pronoting access to voting for individuals with disabil-
ities, protecting the ability of individuals to exercise the right to
vote in elections for local and state office; and naking an appropri-
ation therefor

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "nodernized
voter registration act of New York".

S 2. The election law is anmended by adding ten new sections 5-200,
5-232, 5-234, 5-236, 5-238, 5-240, 5-242, 5-244, 5-246 and 5-248 to read
as foll ows:
