THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The penal law is anended by adding a new section 200.31 to
read as foll ows:

S 200. 31 G VI NG UNLAWFUL BENEFI TS.

ANYONE WHO OTHERW SE THAN AS PROVI DED BY LAW FOR THE PROPER DI SCHARGE
OF OFFI CI AL DUTY DI RECTLY OR | NDI RECTLY G VES, OFFERS OR PROM SES ANY
BENEFIT WTH A VALUE IN EXCESS OF THREE THOUSAND DOLLARS, W TH THE
EXCEPTI ON OF CAMPAI GN CONTRI BUTI ONS UNDER ARTICLE FOURTEEN OF THE
ELECTION LAW TO ANY PUBLI C OFFI Cl AL OR PERSON SELECTED TO BE A PUBLIC
OFFI Cl AL BECAUSE OF THAT PERSON' S OFFI CI AL PGCsI TI ON.

OFFICI AL DUTY, DIRECTLY OR |INDI RECTLY SEEKS, RECElIVES OR AGREES TO
RECEI VE ANY BENEFI T, W TH THE EXCEPTI ON OF CAMPAI GN CONTRI BUTI ONS UNDER
ARTI CLE FOURTEEN OF THE ELECTION LAW W TH A VALUE | N EXCESS OF THREE
THOUSAND DOLLARS BECAUSE OF THAT PERSON S OFFI Cl AL POSI Tl ON.
