THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 1412 of the civil practice law and rules, as added
by chapter 69 of the laws of 1975, is amended to read as foll ows:

S 1412. Burden of pleading; burden of proof. Cul pable conduct clained
in dimnution of damages, in accordance with section fourteen hundred
el even, shall be an affirmative defense to be pl eaded and proved by the
party asserting the defense, AND THAT PARTY SHALL HAVE THE BURDEN OF
| NTERPOSI NG PROOF OF CULPABLE CONDUCT WHEN ASSERTI NG SUCH A DEFENSE ON A
MOTI ON FOR SUMMARY JUDGVENT OR AT TRIAL.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall apply to al
actions pendi ng or comenced on or after such effective date.
