AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to requiring hospital
and energency room physicians to notify a patient's prescriber that
such patient is being treated for a controlled substance overdose

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraphs (i) and (j) of subdivision 1 of section 3371 of
the public health law, as added by section 4 of part A of chapter 447 of
the laws of 2012, are anended to read as foll ows:

(i) to a nedical exam ner or coroner who is an officer of or enployed
by a state or |ocal governnent, pursuant to his or her official duties;
[ and]

(j) to an individual for the purpose of providing such individual with
his or her own controlled substance history or, in appropriate circum
stances, in the case of a patient who | acks capacity to nake health care
deci sions, a person who has |legal authority to nake such decisions for
the patient and who woul d have | egal access to the patient's health care
records, if requested fromthe departnment pursuant to subdivision six of
section thirty-three hundred forty-three-a of this article or from a
treating practitioner pursuant to subparagraph (iv) of paragraph (a) of
subdi vision two of this section; AND

(K) TO A PRACTI TIONER TO | NFORM HHM OR HER THAT A PATIENT 1S UNDER
TREATMENT FOR A CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE OVERDOSE BY HOSPI TAL OR EMERGENCY
ROOM PRACTI TI ONER FOR THE PURPOSES OF SUBDI VI SION TWO OF THI' S SECTI ON

S 2. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 of section 3371 of the public
health |aw, as amended by chapter 90 of the |laws of 2014, is anmended to
read as foll ows:

(a) a practitioner, or a designee authorized by such practitioner
pursuant to paragraph (b) of subdivision two of section thirty-three
hundred forty-three-a or section thirty-three hundred sixty-one of this
article, for the purposes of: (i) informng the practitioner that a
patient may be under treatnment with a controlled substance by another
practitioner OR THAT A PATIENT 1S UNDER TREATMENT FOR A CONTROLLED
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SUBSTANCE OVERDCSE; (ii) providing the practitioner wth notifications
of controlled substance activity as deened rel evant by the departnent,
including but not limted to a notification nade available on a nonthly
or other periodic basis through the registry of controlled substances
activity pertaining to his or her patient; (iii) allowing the practi-
tioner, through consultation of the prescription nonitoring program
registry, to review his or her patient's controlled substances history
as required by section thirty-three hundred forty-three-a or section
thirty-three hundred sixty-one of this article; and (iv) providing to
his or her patient, or person authorized pursuant to paragraph (j) of
subdi vi si on one of this section, upon request, a copy of such patient's
controll ed substance history as is available to the practitioner through
the prescription nonitoring programregistry; or

S 3. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 of section 3371 of the public
health | aw, as added by section 5 of part A of chapter 447 of the |aws
of 2012, is anended to read as foll ows:

(a) a practitioner, or a designee authorized by such practitioner
pursuant to paragraph (b) of subdivision two of section thirty-three
hundred forty-three-a of this article, for the purposes of: (i) inform
ing the practitioner that a patient my be wunder treatnment wth a
controlled substance by another practitioner OR THAT A PATIENT IS UNDER
TREATMENT FOR A CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE OVERDOSE; (ii) providing the prac-
titioner wth notifications of controlled substance activity as deened
rel evant by the departnent, including but not [imted to a notification
made avail able on a nonthly or other periodic basis through the registry
of controlled substances activity pertaining to his or her patient;
(ii1) allowng the practitioner, t hr ough consul tati on of t he
prescription nonitoring programregistry, to review his or her patient's
controlled substances history as required by section thirty-three
hundred forty-three-a of this article; and (iv) providing to his or her
patient, or person authorized pursuant to paragraph (j) of subdivision
one of this section, upon request, a copy of such patient's controlled
substance history as is available to the practitioner through the
prescription nonitoring programregistry; or

S 4. The openi ng paragraph of paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 of
section 3343-a of the public health | aw, as added by section 2 of part A
of chapter 447 of the laws of 2012, is anended to read as foll ows:

Every practitioner shall consult the prescription nonitoring program
registry prior to prescribing or dispensing any controlled substance
listed on schedule Il, Ill or IV of section thirty-three hundred six of
this article, for the purpose of reviewing a patient's controlled
substance history as set forth in such registry AND EVERY EMERGENCY ROOM
OR HOSPI TAL PRACTI TIONER SHALL CONSULT THE PRESCRIPTI ON MONI TORI NG
PROGRAM REQ STRY WHEN TREATI NG A PATIENT FOR A CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE
OVERDOSE AND SHALL NOTIFY THE PATI ENT' S PRESCRI BER OF SUCH OVERDOSE;
provi ded, however, that nothing in this section shall preclude an
authorized practitioner, other than a veterinarian, fromconsulting the
registry at his or her option prior to prescribing or dispensing any
controlled substance. The duty to consult the registry shall not apply
to:

S 5. This act shall take effect imediately; provided, however, that
the anendnents to paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 of section 3371 of the
public health | aw as anended by section two of this act shall be subject
to the expiration and reversion of such subdivision pursuant to section
12 of chapter 90 of the |aws of 2014, as anended, when upon such date
the provisions of section three of this act shall take effect.
