THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdi vision 10 of section 265.00 of the penal |aw, as
anended by chapter 210 of the laws of 1999, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

10. "Licensing officer" neans in the city of New York the police

commi ssioner of that city; in the county of Nassau the conm ssioner of
police of that <county; in the county of Suffolk the sheriff of that
county except in the towns of Babyl on, Brookhaven, Huntington, Islip and
Sm t ht own, the commi ssioner of police of that county; IN THE COUNTY OF
ALBANY THE SHERIFF OF THE COUNTY, OR A JUDGE OR JUSTICE OF A COURT OF
RECORD HAVING H'S OR HER OFFI CE I N SUCH COUNTY; for the purposes of
section 400.01 of this chapter the superintendent of state police; and
el sewhere in the state a judge or justice of a court of record having
his office in the county of issuance.

S 2. Subdi vi sion a of section 265.20 of the penal |law is anended by
addi ng a new paragraph 7-g to read as foll ows:

7-G |IN THE COUNTY OF ALBANY, POSSESSION OF A PI STOL OR REVOLVER BY A
PERSON WHO HAS APPLI ED, TO THE LI CENSI NG OFFI CER OF SUCH COUNTY, FOR A
LI CENSE TO POSSESS A PI STOL OR REVOLVER, WHO HAS NOT BEEN PREVI OQUSLY
DENI ED A LI CENSE, BEEN CONVI CTED OF A FELONY OR SERI QUS OFFENSE, A FUd -
TIVE FROM JUSTICE, AND WHO DOES NOT APPEAR TO BE, OR POCSE A THREAT TO
BE, A DANGER TO HI MSELF, HERSELF OR TO OTHERS; PROVIDED THAT SUCH
POSSESSI ON SHALL BE OF A PI STOL OR REVOLVER OMNED BY THE OFFI CE OF THE
SHERI FF OF THE COUNTY OF ALBANY OR A DEPUTY SHERI FF THEREOF, AND SHALL
