(1) No individual health insurance policy and no group health insur-
ance policy covering between one and fifty enpl oyees or nenbers of the
group, EXCEPT AS SET FORTH I N SUBSECTION (H) OF THI S SECTI ON, or between
one and one hundred enpl oyees or nenbers of the group for policies
i ssued or renewed on or after January first, two thousand si xteen excl u-
sive of spouses and dependents, hereinafter referred to as a snmal
group, providing hospital and/or nedical benefits, including nedicare
suppl enental insurance, shall be issued in this state unless such policy
is community rated and, notw thstandi ng any other provisions of |aw, the
underwiting of such policy involves no nore than the inposition of a
pre-existing condition limtation if otherwise permtted by this arti-
cle.

i ssued or renewed on or after January first, two thousand si xteen excl u-
sive of spouses and dependents, including contracts for which the prem -
ums are paid by a remtting agent for a group, hereinafter referred to
as a small group, providing hospital and/or nedical benefits, including
Medi care suppl enental insurance, shall be issued in this state unless
such contract is conmunity rated and, notw thstanding any other
provi sions of law, the underwiting of such contract involves no nore
than the inposition of a pre-existing condition limtation if otherw se
permtted by this article.
