AN ACT to anend the insurance law, in relation to limts on certain
suppl enentary i nsurance

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subparagraph (A) of paragraph 2 of subsection (f) of
section 3420 of the insurance |aw, as separately anended by chapters 547
and 568 of the laws of 1997, is amended to read as foll ows:

(A) Any such policy shall[, at the option of the insured,] also
provi de suppl enentary uni nsured/ underinsured notorists insurance for
bodily injury, in an amunt [up to] NO LESS THAN the bodily injury
liability insurance |limts of coverage provided under such policy,
subject to a maximum of two hundred fifty thousand dollars because of
bodily injury to or death of one person in any one acci dent and, subject
to such [imt for one person, up to five hundred thousand dollars
because of bodily injury to or death of two or nore persons in any one
accident, or a conbined single Iimt policy of five hundred thousand
dollars because of bodily injury to or death of one or nore persons in
any one accident. Provided however, [an] ANY insurer issuing such poli-
cy, inlieu of offering to the i nsured t he cover ages stated above, [may]
SHALL provide supplenmentary uninsured/underinsured notorists insurance
for bodily injury, in an anount [up to] NO LESS THAN the bodily injury
liability insurance |imts of coverage provided under such policy,
subj ect to a maxi num of one hundred t housand dollars because of bodily
infjury to or death of one person in any one accident and, subject to
such Iimt for one person, up to three hundred thousand dollars because
of bodily injury to or death of two or nore persons in any one accident,
or a conbined single limt policy of three hundred thousand doll ars
because of bodily injury to or death of one or nore persons in any one
accident, if such insurer also nakes avail abl e a personal unbrella poli-
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cy with liability AND SUPPLEMENTARY UN NSURED/ UNDERI NSURED MOTORI STS
| NSURANCE coverage limts up to at |east five hundred thousand dollars
[which also provides coverage for supplenentary uni nsured/ underi nsured
notori sts cl ai ms] . Suppl emrentary uni nsured/ underinsured notorists
i nsurance shall provide coverage, in any state or Canadi an province, if
the limts of Iliability wunder all bodily injury liability bonds and
i nsurance policies of another notor vehicle liable for danmages are in a
| esser anobunt than the bodily injury liability insurance limts of
coverage provided by such policy. Upon witten request by any insured
covered by supplenental wuninsured/underinsured notorists insurance or
his duly authorized representative and upon di sclosure by the insured of
the insured's bodily injury and supplenmental uninsured/ underinsured
notorists insurance coverage |limts, the insurer of any other owner or
operator of another notor vehicle against which a claim has been nade
for danages to the insured shall disclose, within forty-five days of the
request, the bodily injury liability insurance limts of its coverage
provi ded under the policy or all bodily injury liability bonds. The tine
of the insured to nake any suppl ementary uni nsured/ underi nsured notori st
claim shall be tolled during the period the insurer of any other owner
or operator of another notor vehicle that may be |iable for danages to
the insured, fails to so disclose its coverage. As a condition prece-
dent to the obligation of the insurer to pay under the suppl enentary
uni nsured/ underi nsured notorists insurance coverage, the |imts of
liability of all bodily injury liability bonds or insurance policies
applicable at the tinme of the accident shall be exhausted by paynent of
judgnments or settlenents.
S 2. This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shal

have becone a |law, and shall apply to insurance policies and contracts
i ssued, entered into or renewed on and after such effective date.
