BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 11-0715 of the environnental
conservation | aw, as anmended by section 4 of part R of chapter 58 of the
| aws of 2013, is anended to read as foll ows:

2. A nenber of the Shinnecock tribe or the Poospatuck tribe or a
menber of the six nations, residing on any reservation wholly or partly
within the state, is entitled to receive free of charge a fishing
license, a hunting |license, a nuzzle-loading privilege, a trapping
license, and a bowhunting privilege; a resident of the state who is a
menber of the United States arned forces in active service who is not
stationed within the state and has not been herein longer than thirty
days on |l eave or furlough, is entitled to receive free of charge a fish-
ing license, a hunting license, and a trapping license; a resident of
the state who is an active nenber of the organized mlitia of the state
of New York as defined by section one of the mlitary law, or the
reserve conponents of the armed forces of the United States, and excl ud-
i ng menbers of the inactive national guard and individual ready reserve,
is entitled to receive free of charge a fishing license, a hunting

ONE OF SECTION THREE OF THE VOLUNTEER FI REFI GHTERS' BENEFI T LAW | S
ENTI TLED TO RECEI VE A NEW YORK STATE TAX CREDI T EQUAL TO THE COST OF A
FI SHI NG LI CENSE, AND A SMALL AND BI G GAME LI CENSE; and a resident who is
blind is entitled to receive a fishing license free of charge. For the
pur poses of this subdivision a personis blind only if either: (a) his
or her <central visual acuity does not exceed 20/200 in the better eye
with correcting lenses, or (b) his or her visual acuity is greater than
20/ 200 but is acconpanied by a limtation of the field of vision such
that the wi dest dianeter of the visual field subtends an angle no great-
er than 20 degrees.

A resident in the state for a period of thirty days imrediately prior

to the date of application who has attained the age of seventy is enti-
tled to receive a fishing license, a trapping license, and a hunting
license, at a cost of five dollars for each |icense.

A resident in the state for a period of thirty days imediately prior
to the date of application who has attained the age of seventy is enti-
tled to receive free of charge a bowhunting privilege and a nuzzl e-1 oad-
ing privilege.
