AN ACT to anend the not-for-profit corporation |aw and the vehicle and
traffic law, in relation to the operation of fire patrols; and provid-
ing for the repeal of such provisions upon expiration thereof

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The not-for-profit corporation |law is anmended by adding a
new section 1413 to read as foll ows:
S 1413. FI RE PATROLS.

(A) "FIRE PATROL" MEANS ANY ENTITY WHOSE SERVI CES | NCLUDE PROTECTI NG
LI FE AND PROPERTY THROUGH THE SAFE AND EFFI Cl ENT MEANS OF MODERN SALVAGE
AND PROPERTY DAMAGE M TIGATION TECHNI QUES, OF SAVI NG OR REDUCI NG THE
LOSS OF PROPERTY EXPOSED TO WATER, SMOKE OR GASSES, AND THEREBY REDUCI NG
LOSSES TO PROPERTY OWNERS, AND OF OTHER PUBLI C BENEFI TS, | NCLUDI NG BUT
NOT LIMTED TO ASSISTING FI RE DEPARTMENTS OR OTHER PUBLI C AGENCI ES I N
THE COURSE OF THEI R RESPECTIVE DUTIES WHEN DULY AUTHORI ZED THEREBY,
SHALL BE GOVERNED BY THI S CHAPTER AND SHALL BE KNOWN AS AND MAY USE THE
TERM " FI RE PATROL" OR "FI RE PATROLS" TO DESCRIBE SUCH ENTITY. NO OTHER
ENTITY SHALL USE SUCH TERMS. ANY FlI RE PATROL | NCORPORATED ON OR AFTER
APRI L FIRST, TWD THOUSAND TEN SHALL ONLY OPERATE WTHIN THE BOUNDARI ES
OF RI CHMOND COUNTY.

(B) NOTHING IN TH' S CHAPTER SHALL PERM T ANY FI RE PATROL TO OPERATE
AND PROVI DE EMERGENCY RESPONSE SERVI CES EXCEPT | N RESPONSE TO PROPERTI ES
LOCATED COVPLETELY W THI N THE BOUNDARI ES OF RI CHMOND COUNTY NOR TO OPER-
ATE AS A SUCCESSOR | N | NTEREST TO ANY FI RE PATRCOL | NCORPORATED OR WHI CH
OPERATED PRI OR TO APRI L FI RST, TWO THOUSAND TEN.

(© FIRE PATROLS, |IN THE EXECUTI ON OF THEI R PURPCSES, | NCLUDI NG BUT
NOT LI M TED TO ASSI STI NG FI RE DEPARTMENTS OR OTHER PUBLIC AGENCIES |IN
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THE COURSE OF THEI R RESPECTI VE DUTIES, SHALL HAVE THE POAER TO ENTER ANY
BULDING ON FIRE OR WH CH MAY BE EXPOSED TO OR I N DANGER OF LOSS OR
DAMAGE BY FI RE, SMOKE OR WATER, OR I N VWHI CH PROPERTY MAY BE | N DANGER OF
LOSS OR DAMAGE FROM FI RE, SMOKE OR WATER, AND TO PROTECT AND ENDEAVOR TO
SAVE THE PROPERTY THEREI N AND, WHEN NECESSARY, TO REMOVE SUCH PROPERTY

DEPARTMENT OR AGENCY |IN CHARGE AT THE SCENE OF ANY FI RE OR EMERGENCY
EXPRESSLY PERM TS THE FI RE PATROL TO ENTER THE PROPERTY PRIOR TO SUCH
ENTRY AND SUCH ENTRY DOES NOT | NTERFERE W TH THE ACTI ONS OF THE MEMBERS
OF THE FI RE DEPARTMENT OR PUBLIC AGENCY TO WHICH THE FIRE PATROL IS
RENDERI NG ASSI STANCE, AND THE FI RE PATROL SHALL I N ALL RESPECTS AND AT
ALL TIMES WHEN RENDERI NG ASSI STANCE TO A FI RE DEPARTMENT OR PUBLI C AGEN-
CY SHALL BE SUBORDI NATE TO AND UNDER THE CONTRCL OF THE FI RE DEPARTMENT
OR PUBLI C AGENCY TO WHI CH ASSI STANCE | S RENDERED. NOTHI NG HEREI N SHALL
LIMT OR PROH BIT THE FI RE PATROL SO OPERATING TO CONDUCT EDUCATI ONAL
PROGRAMS OR OTHER NON RESPONSE ACTI VI TI ES CONSI STENT WTH I TS M SSI ON
AND STANDI NG AS A DULY ORGANI ZED AND RECOGNI ZED NOT- FOR-PROFIT CORPO-
RATI ON I N ANY OTHER PART OF THE STATE I N ADDI TI ON TO RI CHMOND COUNTY.

S 2. Section 101 of the vehicle and traffic I aw, as anended by chapter
446 of the laws of 2003, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 101. Authorized energency vehicle. Every anbul ance, police vehicle
or bicycle, correction vehicle, fire vehicle, FIRE PATROL VEH CLE, civil
def ense energency vehicle, enmergency anbul ance service vehicle, blood
delivery vehicle, county energency nedical services vehicle, environ-
nment al emergency response vehicle, sanitation patrol vehicle, hazardous
materials enmergency vehicle and ordnance di sposal vehicle of the arned
forces of the United States.

S 3. The openi ng paragraph of section 115-a of the vehicle and traffic
| aw, as anended by chapter 176 of the laws of 1973, is amended to read
as foll ows:

Every vehicle operated for fire service purposes owned and identified
as being owned by the state, a public authority, a county, town, city,
village or fire district, or a fire corporation subject to the
provi si ons of [subdivision] PARAGRAPH (e) of section fourteen hundred
two of the not-for-profit corporation law [or], a fire conpany as
defined in section one hundred of the general municipal law OR A FIRE
PATROL AS DEFI NED | N PARAGRAPH (A) OF SECTI ON FOURTEEN HUNDRED THI RTEEN
OF THE NOT- FOR- PROFI T CORPORATI ON LAW Any of the followi ng vehicles

shall be fire vehicles only for the purpose of section one hundred one
of this [chapter] ARTICLE
S 4. This act shall take effect immediately and shall expire and be

deened repealed 5 years after such date.
