Section 1. Resolved (if the Senate concur), That section 2 of article
3 of the constitution be amended to read as foll ows:

S 2. The senate shall consist of fifty nenbers, except as hereinafter
provi ded. The senators elected in the year [one thousand eight hundred
and ninety-five] TWO THOUSAND SIXTEEN shall hold their offices for
[three] TWD years, and their successors shall be chosen for [two] FOUR
years PROVIDED, HOAEVER, NO SENATOR SHALL SERVE FOR MORE THAN TWELVE
YEARS. The assenbly shall consist of one hundred and fifty nmenbers. The
assenbly nmenbers elected in the year [one thousand nine hundred and
thirty-eight, and their successors] TWO THOUSAND SI XTEEN, shall [be
chosen for] HOLD THEI R OFFI CES FOR two years, AND THEI R SUCCESSORS SHALL
BE CHOSEN FOR FOUR YEARS PROVI DED, HOWEVER, NO ASSEMBLY MEMBER SHALL
SERVE FOR MORE THAN TWELVE YEARS. NO PERSON SHALL HAVE MORE THAN
S| XTEEN YEARS OF SERVICE, | N THE AGGREGATE, AS A STATE LEG SLATOR

S 2. Resolved (if the Senate concur), That the foregoi ng anendnent be
referred to the first regular |egislative session convening after the
next succeedi ng general election of nenbers of the assenbly, and, in
conformty wth section 1 of article 19 of the constitution, be
publ i shed for 3 nonths previous to the time of such el ection.
