    6  RATORY  PERFORMING  SUCH  SERVICE TO THE HEALTH CARE PROFESSIONAL MAKING
    7  THE REQUEST FOR THE LABORATORY SERVICE, HIS OR HER AGENTS OR HIS OR  HER
    8  DESIGNATED  EMPLOYEES.  PROVIDED, HOWEVER THAT SUCH FINDINGS AND RESULTS
    9  SHALL BE REPORTED, AT ANY TIME TO THE INDIVIDUAL TO  WHOM  THE  CLINICAL
