THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 5-a of section 402 of the public housing law is
anmended by addi ng a new paragraph g to read as fol |l ows:

G NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY PROVI SI ONS TO THE CONTRARY CONTAINED IN THI'S
CHAPTER, OR ANY GENERAL, SPECIAL OR LOCAL LAW THE CITY OF NEW YORK
HOUSI NG AUTHORI TY SHALL HAVE THE PONER TO PROVI DE AND MAINTAIN ON SITE
SUPERI NTENDENTS AND MAI NTENANCE SUPERVI SORS AT ALL CTY OF NEW YORK
HOUSI NG AUTHORI TY FACI LI TIES. SUCH SI TE SUPERI NTENDENT OR MAI NTENANCE
SUPERVI SOR SHALL HAVE THE DUTY, | N AND ABOUT HOUSI NG FACI LI TIES, TO
PRESERVE THE CLEANLI NESS AND FUNCTI ONALI TY OF THE FACILITY AND OTHER
REQUI REMENTS THE AUTHORI TY DEEMS NECESSARY. APPO NTMENTS TO Sl TE SUPER-
| NTENDENT OR MAI NTENANCE SUPERVI SOR SHALL BE MADE | N ACCORDANCE W TH
APPLI CABLE PROVI SIONS OF THE CIVIL SERVI CE LAW AND ONLY PERSONS WHO HAVE
NEVER BEEN CONVICTED OF A FELONY, AND WHO ARE CI TI ZENS OF THE UNI TED
STATES SHALL BE APPO NTED SI TE SUPERI NTENDENT OR MAI NTENANCE SUPERVI SOR
