AN ACT to authorize Overcoming Love Mnistries to file an application
for a real property tax exenption

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Notw thstandi ng any other provision of law to the contrary,
t he conmi ssioner of the New York city departnent of finance shall accept
from Overcom ng Love Mnistries, a religious not-for-profit corporation,
an application or renewal application for exenption from real property
taxes pursuant to section 420-a of the real property tax law for the
2013, 2014 and 2015 assessnent rolls, for the parcel owned by the mnis-
try known as 246 Janmi ca Avenue in the city of New York, borough of
Br ookl yn, being designated on the tax map as section 13, bl ock 3918, | ot
7 in such borough, and which was acquired by such mnistry on June 23,
1999. Once received, the application or renewal application shall be
reviewed as if it had been received on or before the taxable status
dat es established for such assessment rolls.

If satisfied that such mnistry would otherwise be entitled to such
exenption if such mnistry had filed an application or renewal applica-
tion for exenption by the appropriate taxable status dates, the commi s-
sioner of the New York city departnment of finance, upon approval by the
city council of the city of New York, shall grant exenption from al
taxation beginning wth respect to the subject tax rolls due and ow ng
by such mnistry on the effective date of this act, and cancel taxes,
fines, penalties, and interest remaining unpaid, and nmake appropriate
correction of the subject assessnent rolls. The comm ssioner of the New
York city departnment of finance, upon approval of the city council of
the city of New York, shall grant exenption from all taxes calcul ated
and due with respect to the subject tax rolls and nmake appropriate
correction to the subject rolls on condition that such departnent of
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finance refund to any purchaser of a lien on such parcel the anount of
any consideration paid to the city of New York for the purchase of such
tax lien, along with reasonable interest paid on such consideration, and
costs necessarily incurred in connection with such purchase, and costs
necessarily incurred in connection with reconveyance thereof to the city
of New York; and such assessor further shall provide for the vacating of
such tax lien and cancel any taxes, fines, penalties or interest renain-
i ng unpai d.
S 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
